Since the time Indian

Elections do excite me a bit.
Although for someone who keeps a close tab on local 

politics, polls are part of the package.
I must admit that the real spirit 

of a state or general election has 
waved over the years.

When I vote to choose my area’s member of parliament, 
what are two or three key things that I focus on before I cast 
the ballot?

Perhaps, in Elections 2024, a few key national issues 
over-ride local ones. I am not going to dwell on these - I 
assume any close observer and the interested, non-partisan 
person preparing to cast the vote, is aware of these issues.

And yet I may also want to consider local issues, not go 
by the symbol and biodata of the candidate - but his / her 
record in the public space.

Is it easy to then combine issues like employment and 
economics, fundamentalism and rights with those like  
issues of urban and civic planning and services, responses 
in times of great need and calamity, public housing and 
resettlement and environmental degradation in our  
neighbourhood?

Let us admit this - and this refers to Chennai South 
constituency.  

Apathy rules. Best demonstrated by the 50 - 57% voting 
percentages over recent elections, State and Lok Sabha.

In this scenario, we get and live with a Rep we deserve.
We take polls and Reps for granted. The elected then 

take us for granted.
We can be very cynical. And carry on with our lives, 

murmuring a bit, finding our own worlds.
Or we can still get involved. Get a bit political.
After we have cast the ballot.
Dialogue with the MP, MLA and councillor. 
Make him / her accountable.
Put out regular Report Cards on the Rep.
And in all this, be as unbiased as we can.
Voting needs 30 minutes of our time.
What we do after that matters much more.

Mylapore Hindu Permanent 
Fund says that in ‘unforeseen 
circumstances, there was a sud-
den foreclosure by the majority 
of the depositors and that unan-
ticipated move resulted in a 
temporary financial constraint 
to the Nidhi Fund’.

This was shared with 
Mylapore Times in an e-mail 
signed by Ravichandran, sec-
retary, in response to queries 
mailed to the Fund by this 
newspaper a fortnight ago.

Ravichandran says that 
‘the foreclosures led to chaos 
and panic among the depositor 
members and that despite the 
complication, the Nidhi Fund 
ensured the clearance of almost 
Rs.35 crores within three months for the sud-
den foreclosure and maturity of fixed deposit.’

The secretary says in the note that  ‘the 
outstanding payment of Rs.5 crores will be 
released by the Nidhi Fund within the next 
two months.’

‘We would also like to assure the deposi-
tor members that all possible steps have been 

initiated to clear the outstanding balance at 
the earliest and request them not to panic, ‘ 
the mailed statement states.

The statement goes on – It is also clari-
fied that the managing director’s inclination 
towards contesting the elections in 2024 has 
no bearing or relevance to the instant issue in 
hand and that he is working on an honorary 
basis and does not hold a salaried position.

CONGRESS PARTY 
ASKS FOR  
POLICE PROBE

Tamil Nadu Congress Commit-
tee has lodged a complaint with 
the Chennai city police commis-
sioner charging that there has 
been misappropriation of over 
Rs.525 crores in the management 
of the Mylapore Hindu Permanent 
Fund.

It has pointed fingers at the 
Fund’s MD, Devanathan Yadav 
who is a BJP candidate in the  
Lok Sabha poll in Sivaganga  
constituency.

The plaint said that the Fund 
staff have intimidated depositors 
who sought their returns rightfully 
and asked the police chief to direct 
the Economic Offences Wing to in-
vestigate this issue, file cases and 
freeze the assets of Devanathan.

Devanathan is listed as the 
second richest candidate in TN 
fighting the elections. He also has 
a few criminal cases against him.

DEPOSITORS FRET, SOME 
CONSIDER LEGAL RECOURSE

Every day, dozens of depositors of Mylapore 
Hindu Permanent Fund are turning up at its South 
Mada Street office, looking for answers to fears and 
some relief – all of them have either not received 
their due interests or paybacks on deposits that 
ended their term.

On Tuesday, at about 11 am, many who turned 
up saw a notice on the office gate that dampened 
them – the Fund had declared holidays for Ugadi 
and Eid and the office weekly off and stated it will 
open on Friday.

Meanwhile, many depositors outside Chennai 
are keen to join any WhatsApp group that  
can share updated information. Here is the web

FNyU25RNmZT61iJPcyACmm

The Fund has not put out any official note for its 
depositors. “We are in the dark,” said one person 
based in Abiramapuram.

A small group of depositors plan to take this 
issue to the legal end. “We are not representing all 
affected depositors because many do not want to 
challenge the Fund and prefer to take what comes,” 
said a member of this group.

Mango pachadi was made first

At Raju’s residence 
on Karneeswarar Koil 
Street, the carefully-
drawn kolams adorn-
ing the entrance of the 
house and the aroma 
from the kitchen indicat-
ed that the Tuesday that 
just went by was indeed 
special.

There will be details about when it will be too 
hot, when it will rain, how the year will be for 
each rashi and what are the precautions to 
be taken. We fast till the puja is done and the 
prasadam is given,” said Raju, an accountant 
in a private firm. He hails from Tirupati.

“Usually I decorate the puja room with 
flowers. Being a new year, I have added extra 
flowers,” he said. He also kept two diyas 
along with mango leaves at the entrance.

Mango pachadi, key to this celebra-
tion, had been using neem leaves, mango, 
tamarind and jaggery and was offered to 
god.  “Mango pachadi indicates the different 
flavours of life,” said Usha Rani, a home-
maker.

For Raju, shopping for the festival got 
down in a jiffy. “Earlier it was difficult to  
get all the items we need in one place, but 
this year I got everything at shops on  
Bazaar Road!”
