The sitting MLA of Mylapore, Dha Velu 
of the DMK is facing perhaps the strongest 
criticism and receiving anti-support vibes in 
Pattinapakkam and Srinivasapuram, an area 
which lies off the seashore.

A  group of about 20 – 30 people held a 
black flag demo on April 15 when he and his 
DMK party campaigners visited the area to 
campaign and seek support for the April 23 
election. Substantial police men and women 
were deployed to handle the situation.

Velu took in the buzz around him and 
proceeded to meet families residing in the 40 
/ 50 blocks. A resident said Velu spent about 
three hours.

Spokespeople of the community here said 
that the MLA has not provided redeveloped 
housing for them and that despite their 
meetings with him and state officials, the buck 
has always been passed down the line. They 
also demand that what were lands belonging 
to fishers were taken away for building state 
staff quarters and that land must be restored.

Velu says the state has been building new 
housing and flats have been alloted to fishers 
and this will continue.

The Srinivasapuram-Pattinapakkam zone 
holds many undercurrents.  While a large 
number of state-built housing blocks are in 
very bad shape, officials and residents have 
not been able to arrive at a solution to demol-
ish the blocks and build high-rises as is being 
done off the Loop Road.

Vested interests rule the roost too.  Large 
tracts are carved out to rent to outsiders and 
migrant workers, who make at least 5000 plus 
people here. The rents range from Rs.5,000 to 
Rs.10,000.

Velu has also been getting bad vibes from 
communities residing off the Singaravelar 
Road ( Loop Road) off the Marina. From angry 
women fish hawkers whose roadside stalls 
were cleaned up by the civic body and hawk-
ers’ unhappiness with arrangements in a 
newly-built GCC fish market.

There are others who blame him for not 
providing housing in the re-developed blocks 
here to members of their extended families.

These are areas where over 70% of 
this population has voted for the DMK in re-
cent elections.  This resentment may well be a 
serious cause for concern for the sitting MLA.

DMK candidate faces black flag demo,
all about redevelopment of coastal zone

Election data is fascinating. It can tell us a lot about neigh-

bourhoods. Not just about voting trends but also about chang-
ing motives, shifting loyalties and community-based prefer-
ences and local choices. And so it is with Mylapore, rather, the 
Mylapore Assembly constituency.

An analysis by Venkataraghavn Srinivasan is featured in 
this issue of Mylapore Times.

I would like to look at other sides of the data.
There are many Mylapores. In Mylapore as a constituency. 

This is natural and welcome too. This makes the city.
There is the sea-fronted zone. There is the temple zone. 

There is the old Mylapore zone. There are 
pockets of communities in areas devel-
oped by the TN Urban Habitat Board and 
remnants of the Slum Clearance Board. 
And there is the Alwarpet - Boat Club 
zone.

Voting trends / patterns in each of 
these zones say a lot. 

But in the current situation, on the eve 
of people about to cast their ballot to elect 
their MLAs to the state Assembly, we 
need to look at how we treat an MLA. What we seem to expect 
from him / her. What really influences our vote. And why we 
seem to be all mixed up in our knowledge of governance and 
politics.

Data scientist R. S. Nilakantan’s essay in Frontline mag-
azine is headlined - Stop treating your MLA like a municipal 
Contractor’. He says an MLA is more an auditor and not a fixer. 
An MLA  legislates, debates on issues / projects/ budgets,  
presents local projects and ensures funds flows for them and 
makes the executive accountable. 

In most cases, we want the MLA to fix things. Streetlights, 
drains, roads, parking and more. And going with this flow, the 
MLA seeks state support for these local issues, allots his MLA 
funds for local ‘fix’ issues and hopes people will elect him when 
it is time for the ballot. He refrains from auditing what the 
state / executive is doing locally. He parrots the state line.

Nilankantan argues that decentralisation is key - everything 
must happen at the city corporation / mayor / councillors level. 
More powers and finances to them. And this is what people 
must demand. Not make an MLA a fixer, a contractor.

Today, we take our local issues to a councillor, to a state 
engineer, to the MLA, to the department, to the state offi-
cer. Or we let things go the way others want to. And then, at 
election time, we may assess the sitting MLA’s record based on 
how well he or his office dealt with pot-holed roads and open 
drains. Look closely, and you will realise the MLA has helped 
to execute what the state/ department / civic body wants to.

Walk down C. V. Raman Salai in Alwarpet  
on any given morning and the political 
arithmetic of Mylapore constituency becomes 
visible in the housing itself - gated apartment 
complexes and independent bungalows whose 
residents voted for the BJP at a remarkable 
81.7% in the 2024 Lok Sabha elections. 

Travel six kilometres south-east to the 
narrow lanes of Dooming Kuppam on the  
San Thome coast, and the number flips with 
equal conviction: over 74% for the DMK, booth 
after booth, with the BJP an afterthought in 
the single digits.

Mylapore is a constituency of two cities 
occupying the same postal code. A granular 
analysis of official 2024 booth wise voting data 
- covering all 262 polling stations and 1,36,759 
votes cast - lays bare a political geography of 
stark contrasts, and raises one critical ques-
tion for 2026: can a BJP-AIADMK alliance, 
now formalised under the National Democratic 
Alliance banner, stitch together enough of the 
anti-DMK vote to actually win?

The data says: possibly - but only if the 
votes actually transfer.

2024 Lok Sabha election votes >> DMK - 
47.4% votes.   28.1% - BJP   15.5 - AIADMK

BJP in 2024
The BJP’s 2024 perfor-

mance in Mylapore was 
not so much an election 
result as a demographic 
expression. In booth after 
booth covering the upscale 
residential belt - Alwar-
pet, Abiramapuram, Luz 
Church Road, Warren 
Road, R.A. Puram, R.A. 
Puram, and the Mylapore 
temple corridor - the party 
swept votes

Booth 42, covering the 
C.V. Raman Salai and 
Desika Road apartment 
clusters in Alwarpet, 
recorded an 81.7% BJP 
vote - the highest in the 
constituency. Close behind:  
Abiramapuram 4th Street at 79.2%, Luz 
Church Road at 76.3%,

In these neighbourhoods, the DMK vote 
barely scraped 12–18%, and the AIADMK had 
essentially no presence.

DMK in fisher areas in 2024
If the BJP’s Mylapore is defined by 

apartment towers and car parks, the DMK’s 
Mylapore is defined by the sea. The fishing 
settlements of Dooming Kuppam and the  
San Thome coastline - some of Chennai’s 
oldest and most densely settled communities - 
delivered some of the most lopsided results in 
the entire constituency.

   Booths 163, 165, 166 and 164, all cov-
ering sections of Doomingkuppam’s TNSCB 
blocks, produced DMK votes of 77.4%, 74.0%, 
74.2% and 70.9% respectively.

   But over the recent years, the fishers 
community here has been put off with Chen-
nai Corporation action of clearing off women 
fish hawkers from the Loop Road, the ‘flop’ 
business in newly-constructed fish market and 
Blue Flag beach plans that propose to cover 
the sands off this road and will need fishers to 

shift some boats/gear/nets. The sitting MLA 
(DMK) seeking re-election, has faced severe 
criticism and challenges. Will the hardcore 
pro-DMK voters opt for another symbol?  
If this mood swings hard, DMK loses its big 
vote bank.

   
AIADMK votes scattered

The AIADMK vote is scattered in dribs 
and drabs across 262 booths rather than 
concentrated into decisive clusters. This has 
a double implication for 2026: on one hand, it 
means AIADMK’s votes, if transferred, would 
incrementally boost NDA across a wide swathe 
of booths rather than producing dramatic local 
reversals.

If every vote cast for BJP and AIADMK in 
2024 is counted jointly as an NDA vote in 2026 
- a pure paper addition - the result is this: 
NDA gets - 43.6%. DMK alliance - 47.4%

In the event that the alliance does achieve 
strong vote transfer, the decisive battle ground 
will not be Alwarpet or Doomingkuppam - 
those outcomes are already written. The fight 
will happen in 41 swing booths: mixed-income, 
mixed-community neighbourhoods where 
DMK won narrowly in 2024 and NDA,  
         theoretically, leads in 2026.

Booths 188, 195, 197 (Mandaveli periph-
ery), Booths 39 and 12 (Teynampet-adjacent), 
and Booth 49 (a 678-voter booth where the 
margins are within 6%) are the places political 
managers on both sides will be counting votes 
on results night.

   
Verdict: Competitive,  
not Decided

What the 2024 booth wise 
data establishes, unambigu-
ously, is that Mylapore is no 
longer a safe seat for anyone - 
it is a constituency in genuine 
contention, whose outcome in 
2026 will be determined by 
human factors that no spread-
sheet can model.

   The DMK enters the 
cycle with the largest vote 
share, the deepest geographic 
spread, and the most reliable 
fortress booths. The NDA 
enters with a newly combined 
vote base that, on paper, clos-
es the gap to under 4 percent-
age points. 

   But Indian elections - 
and Tamil Nadu elections especially - are 
not decided on paper. They are decided on 
whether a fisherman in Dooming Kuppam is 
moved enough to turn out, whether an apart-
ment-dweller in Alwarpet trusts the alliance 
candidate, and whether an AIADMK loyalist 
in Thiruvalluvar Salai decides to follow the 
party flag into unfamiliar political territory. 
The bigger question is to examine the influ-
ence of the new “Vijay Factor”, will that be 
aiding the incumbent or end up being the 
disruptor?

   The key question - the question of trans-
fer - is the only one that matters in Mylapore 
in 2026. And it is the one question the data 
cannot answer.

This service has been offered for some 
years now; done quietly and happily.

Residents in the Raja Street zone in Man-
daveli are doing their bit too to help quench 

the thirst of people on the street. Some of 
them have kept drinking water pots at their 
gates. One such is located outside Dwaraka 
Apartments in Raja Street. Said a resident, 
“Many people head to the Primary Health 
Centre on the next street and they seek wa-

ter. Then there are salesmen, 
workers, maids and watchmen 
too.”

Buttermilk distribution has 
started in a small way now. “We 
hope the buttermilk distribution 
will go on when the heatwave 
conditions persist,” said a  
volunteer
