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Celebrating 200 years of the founding
of campus that is now San Thome school:
event on April 23

The bicentennial celebrations of what 
went on to be the base for San Thome 
Higher Secondary School in San Thome 
is being celebrated on April 23 morning 
on the school campus. This is happening 
a year late, pushed back because of the 
pandemic conditions that existed the past 
two years.

On Saturday morning this weekend, the 
celebrations though will be low profile.

There is a special Holy Mass that 
will be celebrated by Rev. Dr George 
Antonysamy, the archbishop of Madras-
Mylapore Catholic diocese. This will start 
at 9 a.m.

Then, at 11 a.m. there will be the bicen-
tennial felicitation function.  The special 
guest here will be Brother Johnson, who is 

provincial superior of the Yercaud province 
of the Montfort Brothers of saint Gabriel, 
the religious congregation which manages 
this and other schools.

Both events will take place at the  
indoor stadium on campus.

The celebration marks the first avatar 
of this institution, not of the San Thome 
school as it is today.

It was in 1821, that the local Catholic 
church and the diocese of 
Mylapore started a pri-
mary school to cater to the 
education of local area chil-
dren, some of whom were 
Anglo Indians and orphans. 
English was the medium of 
education. Later, it became 
an Anglo and Vernacular 
school, with English and 
Tamil streams and later 
again, a high school with 
the status of ‘college’.

But in 1906, when  
St Bede’s school was 
founded, not far from this 
campus in San Thome, 

to cater to the growing number of Anglo-
Indian students, San Thome school lost its 
‘college’ status and was a high school.

The school continued to be in the hands 
of the diocese.

In 1954, the diocese handed over 
management of this school to the Montfort 
Brothers of St. Gabriel and it has been 
with this congregation since then.  
Currently, the Higher Secondary section 
has classes from Std.6 to Plus Two.

Social histories rarely get recorded. If they do, they are 
done in passing. 

Sometimes, they are woven by writers in their essays, 
long-forms, short stories and fiction.

These stories interest me. More, if they are on this city, 
a neighbourhood, even on a colony or on a street that has 
character. But they ask for our time and patience. 

On one walk-around the popular church in Perambur 
which was celebrating its annual feast, I chanced on Bunder 
Garden Street and began chatting with the biryani seller at 
the street corner who claimed he lived in this zone all his life. 
Where were the gardens? And the bunders too?! The con-
versation attracted others; they shared their versions of local 
history. Not all the yarns are factual but you have to listen, to 
relate, to get to all the stories.

Recently, conversations with residents of Kallukaran 
Street in Mylapore led me on to one family which traces 
its roots to its profession that was practised in this colony. 
Sculpting. 

There is hardly any trace of those roots now on this street 
but the man who belongs to a family whose forefathers  
created art from stone says that if somebody began to  
excavate a portion of this street corner, they may locate 
pieces of sculptures! 

Social histories comes to mind as we remember the man 
of Madras who told all such stories all his life - extempore, 
at lectures and talks, in his books and columns and at social 
gatherings. S. Muthiah. He repeatedly asked people to jot 
down their family histories, record the life and times of your 
family member who led an extraordinary life . . .or of the 
institution you manage, even if it is 25 years old today.

Muthiah is regarded as the Madras historian. He liked to 
be known as a story-teller.  There are story-tellers amongst 
all of us. And we must record our own stories. In print or in 
the digital space.

This summer, I have to keep a date in Royapuram. A date 
which has been delayed much, partly due to the pandemic.

A senior resident here, who is an excellent artist and 
makes some money being a stunt artiste will be my guide  
on the seaside of this part of the city.  Not so long ago, a  
few populated colonies hug the shore and when the develop-
ment of the port and its campus expanded, these colonies 
had to be abandoned, one by one. The sea swallowed them. 
And many residents moved westwards, into areas like 
Royapuram. 

My friend excited me when he mentioned this some two 
years ago when we met at St. Peter’s Church here, and  
promised to be my guide. Listening to social histories is one 
thing. But exploring the places that hold those stories is a 
deeper experience.

Once we are done with all the walking and talking in 
Royapuram, we will treat ourselves to samosas and mango 
ice-cream at the legendary Kunhiraman General Stores.

At least two cases have been filed at 
the Mylapore police station of cheating 
by phishing. The cases are related to two 
Mylaporeans who have lost some sum of 
money in these scams.

Both people, one from Mylapore and 
another from the Alwarpet zone are said to have got a message 
on their handphones – the message said that their PAN num-
ber was not valid any more and that to update it, they would 
have to submit their bank account number.

The complainants say they submitted the data by clicking 
on links they were sent on their smartphones and within min-
utes, realised that a good sum of money had been withdrawn. 
That was when the alarm was sounded and they realised they 
had been cheated.

A similar phishing case was reported in another part of the 
city around the same day.

Police keep warning people not to part with any confiden-
tial information of any kind and not to respond to any mes-
sages or calls that claim to be calls from banks or insurance 
companies or other financial or business services.

Two people cheated by phishing

N. Sankar, chairman of the Sanmar group 
who was at the forefront of the Indian PVC 

Industry for over five 
decades, passed away 
on Sunday, April 17 fol-
lowing a brief illness. 
He was 76.

He resided in  
Alwarpet.

Sankar was just 26 
years when he started 

out on his entrepreneurial career by acquir-
ing a major stake in Industrial Chemicals and 
Monomers, a carbide manufacturing company. 
He was well known for several successful 
joint ventures and at one time, under his  
chairmanship, Sanmar company had over 
thirty JV partners.

Under his head, Sankar had built the  
Sanmar group into a billion dollar global  
conglomerate, a diversified multinational, 
with presence in India, the USA, Mexico  
and Egypt.

As a youngster, Sankar was a tennis star  
in the making, coached by the legend,  
T. K. Ramanathan but polio at 17 put paid to 
his tennis ambitions and also ended his term 
in city league cricket that he was playing at 
the time.

Driven by an unmatched passion for  
cricket, he pioneered the concept of profes-
sionally running private cricket clubs and had 
the longest and the most successful stint in 
running a cricket club in the country. Under 
his cricket patronage, Jolly Rovers won 20 
First Division titles in the Tamil Nadu Cricket 
Association (TNCA) league and over 60 tour-
naments in India.

Dashing TN opener from the late 1960s,  
K. R Rajagopal was Sankar’s all time favour-
ite player. He travelled thousands of miles 
around the country to watch his club cricket-
ers play domestic matches in an effort to  
motivate them. Sankar was so passionate 
about the game that he saw his club players  
as one from his own family.

Sankar roped in India wicket keeper  
Bharath Reddy from State Bank in 1982. It  
was a transformational signing and in the four  
decades that followed, Jolly Rovers won the 
first division a record 15 times. Jolly Rovers 
has provided long term ‘cricketing employ-
ment’ to around 125 players.

The club has produced several Ranji and 
international cricketers. Sankar once said he 
wanted to provide the best infrastructure to 
his club players and created a world class 
cricketing facility at the sylvan settings within 
the IIT Campus, one that has been widely 
acknowledged as one of the most beautiful 
grounds that his company managed.

As early as 1976, Sankar became a com-
mittee member of the TNCA.  In the early 
1990s, Sankar took over as the President of 
the TNCA after winning unopposed. He also 
roped in N Srinivasan (who had been out of 
cricketing action) as the VP of the TNCA.

Between 1988 and 1993, he was also  
active in the administration of the other sport 
that he so loved from his childhood – tennis. 
As the President of the Tamil Nadu Tennis  
Association (TNTA), he transformed the  
association in the five years that he was at  
the helm.

“The finances improved quite a bit – the 

Association I inherited was bankrupt with a 
negative corpus. Several tournaments were 
conducted, the most prestigious of which 
was the Indian Bank Indian Classic Ten-
nis Tournament. During my Presidency, the 
biggest achievement was streamlining and 
regularising the administration and operations 
of TNTA. We improved its reach and infused 
a lot more interest in it. We also expanded it 
to other age groups and ladies. It continues to 
be the best organised and most popular tennis 
league in the country.” Sankar told this writer 
in November 2020

When he heard about the ill-health of two 
of the cricket stars of the 1960s, K R Rajago-
pal and Najam Hussain, both in their 80s now, 
Sankar organised big support for them in a  
matter of a few hours.

Sankar provided a great platform for many 
budding cricketers to pursue their cricketing 
interests. He stayed through many challeng-
ing times making a smooth transition through 
three different generations – from the golden 
days of the 1960s to the current set of  crick-
eters for whom cricket has become a full 
fledged professional career.

While many of the nationally renowned 
private clubs of the 1970s and 80s such as 
Mafatlal, ACC and Nirlon that rose to popu-
larity ceased to exist, the personal passion of 
Sankar, in partnership with Bharath Reddy, 
has kept Jolly Rovers still relevant and at the 
top of the city league five decades after he 
took over.

He 
later joined Indian Express and worked for 
few years and then joined The Hindu as  
sub editor in 1964.

He also contributed much to the group’s 
Sportstar magazine from its founding days.

He was married to Kamala and was father 
to four children – Kala, Raja, Sudarshan and 
Kalpana. He resided in Pallavi Apartments,  
opposite Billroth Hospitals.
