Renowned Mylapore jeweller to shut shop 
(Oct. 5, 1996)

D. K. Murthy (70), the famous jeweller in  

Mylapore, is shutting shop. Old age and illness 
have forced him to call it a day. Murthy started 
his jewellery business in 1948. His customers 
included actresses Vyjayanthimala, Padmini, 
Lalitha and Ragini. 

Murthy underlines that temple jewellery, for 
which he is considered the pioneer, and dance  
jewellery are predominantly Mylapore 
specialities. With a good team of goldsmiths 
supporting him, Murthy created many kava-
chams and kreedams. He travelled extensive-
ly. He notes that there is a great demand for 
temple jewellery among the Indian diaspora 
in the US. He cited two major drawbacks in 
dealing with pure gold jewellery, namely, 
affordability and safety.  

Murthy is also an expert in gems and 
stones. “There are 84 varieties of precious 
stones. The best among these are called 
gems,” explains this resident of North Trust-
pakkam Street in Mandaveli.

Housing Board to auction 41 shops  
in Luz (Oct. 5, 1996)

The Tamil Nadu Housing Board 
(TNHB) will auction 41 shops located inside  
the HB complex in Luz, next to Kamadhenu  
Theatre. Earlier, in August, TNHB had organised 
an auction, but the response to this event was 
very poor.

This year, the temple 
seems to have invited lots 
of artistes for the proces-
sions; folk, neo-mythological 
troupes joined by Sivan-adi-
yars with their music 
instruments. We spotted on 
a Sunday morning, women 
performing kol-attam.

One complaint 
though - the spectacles 
of artistes in processions 
blanked out clear views of 
the gods, allowing no space 
to say a prayer, to reflect.

The immensely devoted

nut, towards the lord in 

the ‘ther’. And

* Ensure all houses get proper and clean 

water supply. Metrowater said this will auto-

matically happen when they 
lay fresh pipelines.

* People representing the 
densely populated areas of 
Govindaswamy Nagar had 
concerns – first provide clean 
drinking water, then talk 
about 24x7. They said their 
water is polluted.-

* Query from one resident 
– If Metrowater provides

( Officials said since water usage is metered, 
people will use it wisely)

* Query from Mandaveli resident –  
water can be wasted when the Metro sumps 
fill up locally. ( Officials say the new pipelines  
will be such that there will be automatic  
valve cut off when sumps get filled and  
individual connection smart metering will  
be installed.)
