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Kalidas Venkatraman, 
a senior in the print and ad-
vertising field who headed 
The Hindu newspaper’s 
operations from Chennai, 
passed away on August 15 
in the USA, where he was 
spending time with his  
children. He was 80.

He lived in R. A. Puram, his home 
for many many years. 

A note shared by his children on a 
social media page says much of the man 
– Dad started working in The Hindu at 
the age of 18 in Calcutta, having to sup-
port his family after the passing of his 
father V. V. Sastry. He rose to the highest 
ranks in the Advertising Department 
through his innate capabilities, know-
ing how to treat people, and absolutely 
incredible work ethic. His sheer joy  
and enthusiasm to go to work every 
Monday morning is something we will 
never forget!

He was not only an advertising guy. 
His writing, public speaking abilities 
and way with words is something I 
cannot even start to emulate. He had nu-
merous articles published in The Hindu 
and sister publications on such a diverse 
range of topics, and was invited to speak 
in many colleges.

That talent came from his love for 
reading and deep knowledge of English 
literature. He would rattle out phrases 
from Shakespeare and would force us to 
read Wren and Martin when we could 

barely spell it!
Former managing director 

of The Hindu and now, direc-
tor of The Hindu Publishing 
Group N. Murali, who joined 
the family business of The 
Hindu in 1969, just a couple of 
years prior to Kalidas’ entry, 
has known him closely for over 

five decades.
He said that Kalidas’ father and his 

cousins too had served at The Hindu for 
many years and hence his family’s  
association had been there with the 
newspaper for long.

He had joined The Hindu as an 
advertising executive in Bombay in the 
early 1970s and then moved to Calcutta 
as the Head of Advertising there. He 
then returned to Bombay for a second 
stint, this time as the Ad Head. “Kali had 
his ear to the ground. He built terrific 
contacts with the ad agencies across the 
country. He kept up the image of The 
Hindu and did a lot for our business.”

He spent the last two decades of 
his service at The Hindu’s Chennai 
headquarters and retired as Senior VP 
– Advertising. “He was a well-rounded 
person, energetic, smart, intelligent and 
dynamic.”

Murali said that Kali’s interests 
spanned beyond advertising. “He was in-
terested in music, arts, travel and sports 
and wrote columns for The Hindu.”

“Akashwani. Seidigal vaasippadu, 
Venkatraman.” 

This was the voice that conveyed in 
Tamil the momentous news of  
India attaining independence, from  
New Delhi, early on August 15, 1947. 
For Radio Ceylon’s 5.45 am news  
bulletin for South Asian countries, 
broadcast by All India Radio, better 
known as Akashvani.

The newsreader, R. S. Venkatraman,  
now a 99-year-old, is a resident of Rob-
ertson Lane in Mandaveli. He was one 
of the four popular voices that ruled the 
All India Radio Tamil news world for 
decades, alongside Saroj Narayanaswami, Poornam Viswanathan and 
Rajaraman.

Recalling the intense feelings when announcing the news in  
August 1947, Venkatraman said, “It cannot be captured in words.”

Venkatraman was with AIR for 64 years: 50 plus years as a regular 
artiste and 12 years as a casual artist. Not surprisingly, in 1997, AIR 
accorded him a great privilege. He was invited to read the news on the 
golden jubilee anniversary of India’s independence.

“Never did I think I would become a news reader. I went to Delhi to 
take up a government job. Those days, radio was a powerful medium for 
news and entertainment. My friend Krishnaswami from AIR organised a 
reading of my story, Aasai, on the radio. When I went to AIR in this con-
nection, I was told that there was a vacancy for a script writer. I just took 
it up. I went on to head the Tamil news section in AIR,”  
he recalled.

Venkatraman’s granddaughter Sowmiya is an RJ with Radio Dhool, a 
Tamil app-based radio station.

At the Manasava Apart-
ments on Thiruvengadam 
Street, Mandaveli families 
closed in for a snappy event, 
got it video-recorded and 
shared on social media.  
Giridhar Kesavan shared the 
news from here. RAPRA, the 
umbrella body that represents 
most parts of R. A. Puram 
held its annual show, said its 
founder Dr Chandrasekaran.

Every year for Independ-
ence Day and Republic Day,  
the Jeth Nagar  community

gives the honour and platform  
to senior and decorated 
citizens to hoist the flag.
