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Parched temple tank:
minister asks officials to study issue

State minister Sekar 
Babu visited the tank of Sri 
Kapali Temple on July 29 
and discussed with officials 
the current state of the tank 
which now has only a pool 
of water around the central 
mandapam.

Officials of  PWD, GCC 
and of Metrowater were  
present. The Mylapore MLA 
was also present.

The MLA, Dha Velu said 
that the PWD team has been 
asked to undertake soil tests 
and look at issues like clay 
composition and water reten-
tion while the GCC team has 
been asked to check the state 
of the four bore-well pumps 
sunk in the tank.

The Metrowater team has 
been asked to check the state 
of the SWDs that border the 
tank and lead into it to en-
sure rainwater is filtered and 
flows freely into the tank.

A day later, some work-
ers were seen inspecting the 
borewell pumps.

How does rainwater harvesting expert Shekar Ragha-
van look at the parched temple tank issue?

l Point 1 / The ground water level in most parts of the 
city has gone down. One reason - extended summer, less 
rainfall last calendar year compared to 2023.South west 
monsoon contribution has also not been good till now.

l Point 2 / Groundwater level in Pelathoppu now is 
as low as 14ft below ground level. This is what the temple 
tank is reflecting.

l Point 3 / Dumping clay or any other material in the 
tank to retain water is not proper. Rather, ensure all rain-
water harvesting systems, like drains, are 100% good to 
channel water into the tank

So Srividhya and Archana 
who must have received the first two letters, written at the 
foothills of firangimalai, will read a bit of the zone and my 
connect to it. They are lucky in that I had time to even doodle 
on the letter. Archana had told me that she loves handwritten 
letters and hand-made gifts. I hope mine will provide a  
fancy flight.

It was easy to share my letter-writing ideas with journal-
ism professor Jaishaktivel who is a passionate PostCrosser, 
philatelist and local radio historian.

Three-day Abhang festival  
at Bhavans
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Senior architect and an activist on public 
issues related to heritage, architecture and 
consumer rights, Tara Murali, passed away 

late on July 26. She was 
a resident of J. J. Road, 
Alwarpet. She was  
75 years old.

Tara was the wife of 
N. Murali, a director of 
The Hindu group and 
president of The Music 
Academy.

She was a student of Sacred Heart School, 
Church Park, of Stella Maris College and of 
School of Architecture and Planning (SAP), 
Chennai.

She practised as an architect for over four 
decades.

Tara was an activist in many fora; mainly 
on the city’s heritage issues where she was 
in the lead in campaigns to conserve the core 
blocks of the headquarters of the TN Police 
on the Marina and the famed Queen Mary’s 
College.

She was a trustee of Citizen Consumer and 
Civic Action Group ( CAG).

Tara was also president of the TN Table 
Tennis Assn. and headed a TT players’ welfare 
body. In the 1980s, she contributed significant-
ly to the sport and to players’ welfare.

She is survived by her husband, their son 
Krishna Murali, their daughter Kanta Murali 
and their families.

Prof. Dr Navalpakkam Varadarajan, 
97, passed away on July 15 at his residence 

at 22/42, Archbishop 
Mathias Avenue, R A 
Puram.

Born on November 
14, 1927 in Vellore, 
Dr. Varadarajan was 
the son of the eminent 
agricultural scientist 
Dr. N. Parthasarathy 

and Mangammal. His father, a plant geneticist, 
was a recipient of the Padma Shri in 1958. He 
had also received a gold medal from the Rural 
Development Agency of South Korea. These 
achievements instilled in young Varadarajan 
a deep respect for science, discipline, and ser-
vice, his family said.

Dr. Varadarajan received his early educa-
tion in Coimbatore and Palghat, completing 
his B.Sc. before entering Government Stanley 
Medical College to pursue MBBS. It was at 
Stanley that his lifelong bond with surgery was 
forged. He continued there for his master’s 
degree in surgery and eventually joined the 
institution’s faculty as assistant professor. His 

commitment to teaching and patient care saw 
him rise to the rank of honorary professor of 
surgery.

A visionary in the field, Dr. Varadarajan 
was among the first in south India to recognise 
the importance of vascular surgery as a distinct 
discipline. He established the vascular surgery 
unit at Stanley Medical College Hospital, lay-
ing the groundwork for what would become 
a vital service for countless patients suffering 
from peripheral vascular diseases, diabetic 
complications, and arterial disorders.

Through his tireless efforts, he trained and 
mentored generations of surgeons in both gen-
eral and vascular surgery, many of whom went 
on to lead departments across the country.

Even after his formal retirement, he con-
tinued to consult and care for patients, driven 
by an unwavering commitment to healing and 
service.

He was an accomplished swimmer, a lover 
of music, and an artist who found joy in cre-
ativity. A familiar figure walking briskly along 
the Marina Beach in the early mornings, that 
seafront was his sanctuary for reflection and 
rejuvenation, his family said.

He lived in CIT Colony and later, on  
Dr. Radhakrishnan Road, before settling down 
in R. A. Puram..

Dr. Varadarajan’s personal life was marked 
by quiet resilience. After the early loss of his 
wife Sudha, he carried the dual responsibilities 
of care-giver and professional with grace and 
strength, his family said.

He is survived by his daughter Preetha and 
son Raghu and their families.
