I reconnected with Geetha Padmanabhan recently. I 

had not been in touch with her for at least a year though 
she resided less than a kilometre from my place. A media 
release on her and the 
Trust she manages set 
off my call.

Geetha is one of the 
city’s outstanding  
community leaders.  
She and her small 
team have made some 
amazing impact in their 
neighbourhood of  
Radhakrishnan Nagar in Thiruvanmiyur zone. 

Geetha has not limited her public service. She lends a 
hand to communities in the Adyar zone. 

She is the sort of person who carries her campaigns 
from the local to the highest level when state agencies’ 
staff do not collaborate. She does not hesitate from  
walking into the office of the IAS officer who is incharge 
of her zone or questioning a local area councillor who 
often turns the other way.

For community activists, working in the public space 
is challenging and is rarely recognised.

Geetha tells me that over a year ago she decided to 
foster-care and revitalise a small gym of the city’s civic 
body which was inside a park/playground. It had become 
a den for boozers and vagabonds. First, she took her plan 
to the local officer who showed little interest and then 
to the commissioner; to make sure she had the formal 
order to do what she wanted for the neighbourhood.

She then sought funds from friends and well-wishers 
and re-fitted the gym. The redone space attracted local 
youth and became a hub of activity. 

Months later, the husband of the local area councillor 
poked his nose. His men began to suggest to Geetha that 
she ‘hand over’ the gym. The men even got a civic body 
engineer to irritate Geetha. But she stood her ground and 
when the needling became a worry, took this issue to the 
GCC commissioner. The members of the political party 
stepped back and Geetha moved on to other issues.

Local politicians, goons and even corrupt state  
engineers and staff frustrate activists with good intent. 
One way of neutralising them is for the community to 
join hands and back residents who work for public good.

1956.
I was seven years old.
It was the year we moved into our house in 

CIT Colony. On 2nd Link Street. It was a house 
that was very dear to me for we spent many years 
here. And since St. Isabel’s Hospital was close to 
our place it became a part of my life.

There were times when relatives came to stay 
at our house off and on because they were preg-
nant and were consulting doctors at this hospital.

I often wondered why we used to have a 
stream of pregnant women at our house till I was 
told that the doctors at Isabel’s were well-known 
and that lots of women preferred to consult them 
and have their deliveries at Isabel.

That was a time when there were only a few 
blocks in the hospital campus. And ‘C’ block was 
the most well-known. It was the maternity ward. 

When our relatives were 
admitted to the ‘C’ ward, I 
used to take food and coffee 
to them. Those days when we 
could visit the wards freely 
and so, as a teenager, I got 
to see and observe the world 
of new-born babies. Since 
the hospital did not have a 
canteen then, my trips of fer-

rying food to the ward were frequent. Sometimes, 
we also brought food for others who did not have 
attendants to take care of them.

Later, the hospital expanded and we got more 
relatives at home for they used to rely on Isabel’s 
for all their health services.

The hospital had legendary doctors. Doctors  
like Lakshmi Kumari, Suganthi Rajagopal and 
Prema Krishnaswamy. These were doctors that 
were known across the city then. While Dr. Prema 
lived in Pelathope, Drs. Lakshmi and Suganthi 
were residents of CIT Colony’s 2nd Main and  
6th Cross respectively.

Suganthi was the kindest doctor I have known. 
She was patient with troubled women. 

Lakshmi Kumari was a disciplinarian to the 
core. And she was the best. People said that she 

had a 100% success record in delivering babies! 
But she would advise all her patients to be 
dressed in saris; not come in salwar-kameez!

Isabel was also known for its cleanliness and 
for the professionalism of their nurses. The nurses 
inspired me a lot, so much so that I wanted to 
study nursing and sign up for the course in the 
hospital but my parents didn’t allow me to choose 
that path.

After marriage, I was at Isabel’s for my two 
deliveries. I still recall the day when I walked 
from my residence in CIT Colony to the ‘C’ ward 
at Isabel for my first delivery!

When my children were very young, we would 
take them out in the evenings to the Isabel  
campus - there was a place in the garden zone  
for birds and rabbits and the kids would love  
their time here. We would then step into the  
Luz church campus, stay there for a while and 
return home - such were the outings for families 
in those years!

The church also became a part of our life. I 
make it a point to visit it at Christmas time.

The first - urination on the walls of Sri Venugopal

Residents of Jeth Nagar 1st Cross Street 
say that they are forced to live with the 
stench of urine as people urinate on the walls 
of the local school.  They say there is a public 
toilet a few hundred metres away which few 
people use.

Justice T. Muthuswami 
Iyer’s Legacy

Of the many famed persons of yesteryear who 
lived off Kutchery Road, Justice T. Muthuswamy 
Iyer may well lead that list.

 For, he made legal and political history when 
he was appointed by the British government as 
first Indian judge of a High Court ( in this case 
Madras High Court) - his tenure - 1877 to 1895  
( he acted as Chief Justice for a few months during 
that period).

 This landmark move turned controversial at 
that time; for his record, the judge has been re-
membered with a life-size marble statue set inside 
the court.

 In his pre-teen years, Muthuswamy from  
Thiruvarur lost his father first and then his  
mother. A kindly family friend recognised his 
talent and sent him to Madras to school. He got 
employed and became a magistrate, studied law 
and became a judge in a lower court.

 He was known for advocating several  
social reforms.

 He came to settle down in Mylapore where his 
property was a sprawling one on Kutchery Road,  
opposite Mylapore Police Station. While one part  
of it remains with the family, the rest has been  
redeveloped as apartments.

Fund deposit.
The activist group says 

that it has met a senior  
officer of the Registrar of  
Companies and formally  
asked the office to take a 
look at the Fund’s balance 
sheets and records submit-
ted and probe.

It also intends to meet 
officials of the Reserve Bank 
of India to find out ways to 
get RBI to investigate the 
business acts of the Fund.

Soon, a group of deposi-
tors intend to meet an officer 
in the TN chief minister’s 
cell at the Secretariat to 
represent their issue.

Said a member of this 
group, “We want affected 
depositors to file complaints 
with the EOW police be-
cause all this will strengthen 
our case.”

Recently, Devanathan 
Yadav, MD of the Fund, on 
a Zoom call meet, addressed 
a group of depositors; those 
who attended it said he did 
not commit anything and it 
was a ‘one-way’ conversation 
that served no purpose.

Meanwhile, depositors 

continue to visit the Fund 
office on South Mada Street 
but go home empty-handed.

Collecting domestic 
waste from thickly-inhabited 
areas is challenging. More, 
when residents choose to 
dispose of waste at their 
convenience.

This is a big issue that 
affects an area like Man-
davelipakkam, where there 
are about 12 narrow streets 
packed with residences of all 

kinds - tiled houses, narrow 
flats and packs of housing.

And when the garbage 
begins to pile up at the 
junctions of main roads and 
spills, the stink and spread 
unsettles people who reside 
in apartment blocks and 
independent houses here.

To address this issue,  
the Core Committee Group 
of Mandavelipakkam (photo 
below) which covers Ward 
126, recently had a meet-
ing with Urbaser officials

who manage waste 
disposal operations 
here. Present at the 
meet were Anthony, 
zonal manager  and 
his team - Vignesh, 
Siva, Jaykumar, 
Bhoopalan, Kalai 
and Manian.

Anthony’s team 
has got to work 
right away. He says 
that his staff have 
begun broadcast-
ing to the residents 

off the narrow streets and 
lanes, their proposal  
to collect waste at each  
door-step at a time that is 
commonly convenient to 
most residents.

“These residents have 
their own reasons for dispos-
ing waste the way they do,” 
said Urbaser’s Anthony. 
“But from now, we are offer-
ing them services that will 
suit them best.”

The Urbaser team is 
also sharing contacts with 

residents who can be called 
when they want to dump 
old mattresses or bed-covers 
or wash-room junk so that 
these are not flung at street 
corners.

Anthony said that the 
data that the Mandaveli-
pakkam community group 
has given on road junctions 
where waste piles up has 
come in handy to make his 
own plans.

“If people co-operate, 
then our work becomes easy 
and we can ensure the areas 
are clean,” he said.

Adds Saroj Satyanaray-
an of the community group, 
“Instead of complaining all 
the time, our group wants 
to work positively with state 
agencies. This approach 
brings better results.”

This group meets  
officials and engineers on a 
regular basis to discuss  
local issues.
