For some strange reason, the core events of the annual Sunda-

ram Finance-supported Mylapore Festival for 2025 fell into place 
quickly. In less than a fortnight. And this gives us time to work on 
the incorrigibles and the worrying pop-ups. One of the first things 
we do in October is to dig up the files on the festival, and reuse 
some documents.

One important document relates to a 
court order and the city police commis-
sioner’s order of the past years.

The Mylapore Festival of today, now 
in its 21st year, owes its vibrancy to a few 
businesses of Mylapore who harangued us 
for no reason and have now seen reason, to 
our lawyers and to the Madras High Court.

But first, I must tell you how this Festival, perhaps the only 
one of its kind in this part of Tamil Nadu, began.

Mylapore Times, now in its 31st year, has always hosted events 
and projects outside its newspaper zone.  One margazhi we chose 
to host a kolam contest, promising people that judges would visit 
them. We received some 50 registrations. Imagine our state when 
we did the rounds of the houses on three mornings.

One woman was busy getting her kids ready for school, one 
woman made us sit till she finished the half-done kolam and  
another offered us coffee as she quickly designed her kolam.

Wisened by this exercise, we hosted the kolam contest at the 
Lady Sivaswami Ayyar Girls School playground; that ran well. The 
next year, we added some cultural shows. And a year later, after I 
got exposed to management lessons shared by leaders of interna-
tional festivals at workshops hosted by the British Council, across 
centres in India, I leap-frogged to make the Mylapore Festival big.

Today, we host over 38 events at eight venues, involving some 
110 artistes and some 20 volunteers. And Sundaram Finance has 
remained a steadfast co-traveller.

All this happens smoothly because one judge appreciated this 
effort. Thrice, on the eve of the Festival, which is always held on 
the eve of the Pongal, we were taken to court for ‘obstructing  
local businesses’. What three Mada Street businesses were put  
off with were our kolam contests held on North Mada Street,  
with over 100 people participating, and the open air shows on  
a stage in Sannidhi Street zone, outside the east gopuram of  
Sri Kapali Temple.

On the third occasion, the then judge, Prabha Sridevan, issued 
orders on how we could conduct the festival and threw out the 
petition of the opposing party. That legal order recognises the 
spaces we use as socio-cultural spaces and appreciates that all our 
events are aligned with that space and heritage.

I would like citizens to take this further. Explore how we can 
make one section of Mada Streets a ‘Walk Only’ or a ‘No Cars’ 
zone, how can we convert Sannadhi Street into a performance 
space on Sunday evenings, how can we create parking lots along-
side Thirumylai station and get shoppers to use that space and not  
run over people on Mada Streets.

I have been a resident of Mylapore since  
my birth.

Six generations of our family have roots here. 
So you can imagine what Mylapore means to all of 
us. And dance and music and the arts have been 
close to all of us. As it is for scores of Mylaporeans.

My parents decided to introduce me to Bhara-
tanatyam when I was about five years old. They 
took me to dance teacher Padmavathi of Tripli-
cane and this is where I began to learn dance.

I still have vivid memories of my travel to the 
dance class on weekends - of walking down busy 
streets and looking at life around me.  

I had my arangetram at the age of 15. Our 
dance school was abuzz all the time. We even had 
film personalities like Revathy who used to visit 

our dance.
I did my 

higher secondary 
school studies 
at NKT Girls 
Higher Second-
ary School in 
Triplicane. That 
was a time when 
I participated 

in various dance competitions, representing my 
school and I went on to win many prizes.

It was while in college that I stopped dancing. 
I cannot put my fingers on one reason as to why I 
did that. I stopped and never even did thereafter.

This was a strange turn for a person who had 
been so deep into Bharatanatyam.

Life overtook me. I got married, bore a child 
and worked in a leading bank. But dance was far, 
far away.

And then, in November this year, I danced 
again.

I had not given up my association with dance.
I had put my daughter, K. Vibushalakshmi in 

a dance class run by Priya Jayaraman at Bharati-

ya Vidya Bhavan, Mylapore. I supported her 
for her arangetram which was held last year.  I 
looked from the sidelines when my daughter won 
an award for her dance.

Did anything stir inside me about dancing? I 
don’t know.

But dance was always in me and around me.
I changed jobs and began working at Sacred 

Heart Matriculation School - Church Park as 
a primary teacher. The school encouraged me 
to teach dance to its students. I  trained young 
children in my school, motivated them and got the 
support I needed from the school management. I 
choreographed some items for special occasions.

For our campus Children’s Day this November, 
the nuns asked me to perform. Sister Prabha, our 
school principal and our correspondent, Sr Leela 
encouraged me. And I danced on our school’s  
stage for 30 minutes - for the children. It was 
exhilarating.

How did I do this? It is difficult to explain.
Will I dance again, given an opportunity? Yes.
