The late Papanasam Sivan’s bhajan tradition was 
also continued since this morning; the well-known 
composer’s daughter led a small group of women  
who sang and performed with vigour.

The groups ended their morning offering on  
Sannidhi Street and some had arranged for  
light breakfast, with members having to go early  
to work.
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VINCENT’s JOTTINGS

Many weeks ago, one morning, I noticed three workers of the 
local unit of our civic body amble to the street junction to start some 
work.

It became apparent that they were clearing vegetation that had 
grown wild along the sham pavements in our colony.

Ten minutes later, the two men who were at the work spot, were 
not to be seen.

A lone woman toiled, taking small breaks.
She later told me that she got this job after her husband, a GCC 

staffer, passed away while in service.
Across two 

mornings, the 
workers had 
cleared the vegeta-
tion of one street, 
some 800 metres 
long. I do not think 
similar work was 
undertaken in the 
other streets.

Weeks before this, one local GCC worker knocked on my door. 
He wanted us to trim the bougainvillea which creates a green 
screen atop our compound wall. “We have got a complaint that the 
branches are protruding into the street,” the man said.

I said I would need time to get my gardener to get the trim done.
By then, another GCC man had landed up. He wanted the prun-

ing to be done at once; he claimed that the men working on add-ons 
to the local stormwater drain would find it hard to work under the 
dipping bougainvillea branches. An argument followed and the GCC 
staff left, once they were convinced I would do what I could.

Our city’s civic body, at its core, is a grey area. You only have 
to take a close look at its local area units to understand how poorly 
equipped GCC is, to deal with core civic issues. 

The past week, the cyclone ripped hundreds and hundreds of 
trees. Many came down, thousands of branches crashed and loads 
of deadwood was seen strewn on streets. True, civic workers attend-
ed to the issue at once. They were seen working even at midnight. 
Urbaser staff were asked to clear inner streets of the vegetation.

These efforts of Chennai Corporation earned it all round  
appreciation. It was welcome and timely and worthy.

But, let us raise the more core issue here. Does the GCC really 
have local teams whose job is to look after and tend to avenue trees, 
trim shrubs on road medians and clear wild vegetation growing 
along pavements?

Do we ever see such workers doing the rounds of colonies, to 
knock off dead branches and trim large trees? No.

If ever, the odd team lands up if some VIP complains that tree 
cover is cutting off street lighting. And these workers often do a 
crude job. They are not trained in maintaining greenery.

No wonder avenue trees crash down and streets are littered with 
vegetation waste, when it rains heavily or our seasonal cyclones hit 
this city.

We plant saplings, hold ‘green’ campaigns. All this is good.
But where is the year-round management of public spaces and 

trees in this city?

MY STORY

I have been performing on stage for forty-five years 
now, as a percussionist. But not everybody may have 
noticed that I am also less-abled with a post-polio 
limp.  My upbringing and hard work ensured me a 
motivated growth defying social denials and my musical 
ability had considerably buried my disability in the so-
ciety’s eyes by now.  Alongside my progress, there have 
been moments when I have thought about how music is 
denied to the deaf and I wondered if there were ways in 
which this community could feel music and make it too. 
A fantasy was born and all through the COVID period, I 
was envisioning to make it a reality. 

As an Advisory Board member, when I shared my 
dream with India Inclusion Foundation, a body working 
for inclusiveness of people with disabilities, its founder 
V. R. Ferose, writer and social reformer, assured to 
make my dream a reality. 

In February this year, we identified the CSI School 
for the Deaf in San Thome, Chennai. Though initially 
unsure, the headmaster James Albert was very gratified 

and gave us good support. I did a 
screening - just to see the response 
from the children since I wanted 
to create a band with as many as 
possible without elimination. Some 
were very excited, some curious and 
some were reluctant. 

My first challenge was com-
munication that needed a sign 
language. After the introduction and 
briefing of what I wanted to do, the 
teaching staff suggested, I develop 

the signs myself and not depend on the general system 
they follow.  To my surprise, the magic worked. First I 
played some solos for them, displayed my social media 
videos, and asked them if they wanted to become a 
performer too. The reaction was exuberant and assuring 
cooperation.  

We started with various percussion instruments I 
carried from home and later IIF bought a good number 
of percussion instruments I had suggested and donated 
to the school.  

I initiated every student into some common beats 
using my fingers as sign. From one to nine the phrases 
got developed by every class. The biggest challenge was 
to keep them attentive.  Strangely, the “movements” and 
not “noises” were distracting them. But as our relation-
ship grew, they were more co-operative. Not a word 
spoken, yet the bonding went to the extent, from sharing 
their tea to showing concern for my swollen feet.

Musically the challenges were to make them under-

stand the varying spaces between syllables and to make 
them play in tandem. Then, there were the variations 
in volume and tempo. But I could extract every rhyth-
mic discipline from them with more fresh signs and my 
body language. A new harmony was evolving, “by the 
non-hearing for the hearing” and I feel proud in aptly 
naming this music “The Unheard”!   

When Ruban, the Tamil teacher, who co-ordinated 
assembling the children told me that some of the 
children with better DCB level are into speech therapy, 
I wanted to try them to speak the rhythm and to my 
wonder, I could create a fresh composition in Konnakol 
that was learnt and presented with immense gusto.  

When I tried the xylophones with a couple of stu-
dents to attempt a melodic piece in an all-percussion 
band, Ruben Paul, eagerly wanting to participate, also 
learnt the song and supported us on the keyboard.  

 In early November, we took this band to Bangalore 
to premiere “The Unheard” music at the 10th India In-
clusion summit and the performance was an outstanding 
one. With welled up eyes, the audience gave a standing 
ovation. Following that, on December 2, we got to per-
form at the opening ceremony of the SciArtsRus festival 
called ‘Marghazhi Matram’ held in Mylapore, where 
less-abled artistes get to perform on stage.

To my knowledge this initiative is a maiden one in 
our country and must be given the needed support to 
become a movement.
