Two giant JCBs are being worked on in the muck in the 

Buckingham Canal. We stand on the Kutchery Road bridge 
and watch the men and machines at work.

With me is Jambunathan. We are doing some home-
work for Jambu’s Walk for the annual Sundaram Finance 
Mylapore Festival. It is planned for the morning of January 
4, a Sunday. Jambu collaborated with Mylapore Times to 
produce a 12-part video series on less-known facets of  
Mylapore.  I felt that theme was apt for a Heritage Walk.

At the Canal site, we get to see the contours of a  
well-designed colonial-time bridge; 
something most people will not see 
unless they step on to the banks and 
look under the bridge.

At 
a colony which was the hub of jewel-
making acharis. We go inside two 
agraharams; time seems to stand 
still in these zones at 3.30 that day.

And the 
main festival from January 8 to 11.

Preparing for this street cultural festival allows me to  
re-look at Mylapore, its spaces, its landmarks.

Sridhar Venkataraman will be back with his favourite 
Food Walk - to take foodies to some popular and some new 
snacks joints and share his experiences with people who  
join him.

We hope to offer seven Heritage Walks and two will be 
very interesting ones - one on the Muslim roots in the area 
and another on the early days of Mandavelipakkam.

Planning a festival which needs public spaces in and 
around Sri Kapaleeswarar Temple is a challenge. There are  
always some hurdles here and there and we try to work 
around them. 

So Shreya Suraj jumps up when she surveys a street 
corner space we intend to use to hold simple craft-making 
workshops for children, on the weekend of the festival.

Yes, we will host the popular Kolam and Rangoli contests 
on the mada street on the weekend.

If you walk into the campus of the Narada Gana 
Sabha auditorium off TTK Road, Alwarpet, this 
margazhi season, slow down to enjoy a visual treat. 

Large-size photographs of 40 leading Indian 
classical dancers, all in black and white, have been 
put up on one boundary wall on the south side, on 
the top-floor facade of the auditorium, above the 
side steps leading to the main doors and in the  
lobby too.

These photos have been shot by well-known  
city-based photographer Amar Ramesh.

Amar says he shot over 40 dancers the past year,

TRIBUTE TO DANCERS
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Mada Streets 
at Margazhi

The Mada Streets around 
Sri Kapali Temple in Myl-
apore were abuzz even before 
the crack of dawn last Tues-
day, December 16, when the 
first day of margazhi set in.

At various points on these 
streets, men, women and 
children assembled and then 
began the margazhi bhajans 
even as they walked down the 
streets, with traces of mist in 
the air.

One group, made up 
mostly of children and teens, 
dressed in traditional attire, 
were led by Carnatic music 
vocalist Saketharaman. He 
teaches lots of children at 
his music school and encour-
ages them to be part of the 
margazhi rounds here. Since 
the school children have tests 
and exams, the group does 
the rounds on weekends,  
not daily.

Elsewhere on these 
streets, we spotted two small 
groups of women, chanting as 
they did the rounds.

The post midnight 
temperature in the city has 
dipped to a low of 21 degrees 
the past few days and the 
chill could be felt in the air. 
But the members of each 
group had come well-warmed 
– some wearing light sweat-
ers, some monkey caps and 
most women in pattu saris.

Being a working day, 

groups completed 
their rounds by 
7.30 a.m. and left.

Through the 
season of mar-
gazhi, four or 
five groups will 
be regularly do-
ing the rounds 
of the streets 
here. People are 
welcome to join 
any of them. The 
groups are large 
on Sundays and 
some arrange for 
breakfast for  
their members 
and guests.
