As we wind up 2024 here at the Mylapore Times newspaper, we 

are padding the routine plans and working on new ones.
We have never planned a ‘The Year 

That Was in Mylapore’ kind of feature 
which looks back at all the highs and lows 
that impacted Mylapore and its people.  
Although, a fun piece may make a good 
read and also a document of record.

We have never thought of putting out a 
calendar. But an idea related to it did pop 
up some weeks ago and when we bounced 
in on people who would have had to design and produce it, they 
wanted at least two months lead time. So we dropped the idea; but 
may take it up for 2026.

Much of our time in November and December is taken up by 
the annual Mylapore Festival, the street cultural festival we host 
in and around Sri Kapaleeswarar Temple on the eve of the Pongal 
festival. ( www.mylaporefestival.in).

A festival held over four days, with some 25 events and over 
100 artistes does need a lot of work and we have to dedicate time 
and effort to this unique festival even as we bring out the weekly 
newspaper.

This was a year when we pushed our online and social media 
operations. And they are starting to show some nice results. Cur-
rently, a team is putting out lots of visual coverage of the famed 
December Season and we realise that we are the only ones who 
cover the Season closely, visually, with some Insta videos going 
viral, across the world.

This push on the online and social media properties will also 
cover Mylapore Times in the new year; which will hopefully create 
the platform for communities and local businesses to showcase all 
that they do and achieve.

Mylapore Times newspaper also holds up changes in its pages. 
Two series end this weekend. Two new ones will begin.

The ‘My Story’ column is one.  It was started on the newspa-
per’s core philosophy that people are at the heart of a neighbour-
hood newspaper. And that their stories must be told. This column 
invited people from different walks of life to share a personal story. 
A Catholic priest who shared memories of his pre-teen, growing 
up years in San Thome, of a teacher who went back to dance after 
some 35 years, of a rower who is in another word when he rows 
down the Adyar river, of a food entrepreneur who had fun setting 
up her small business and has made it stand today.

This series is yet another social document that enriches the 
archives on Mylapore that the Mylapore Times is constantly  
contributing to.

Another hugely popular series was titled ‘Jambu’s Mylapore’, 
where senior Mylaporeans K. R. Jambunathan took us to many 
nooks he knew well in the 1960s and 70s. These snappy videos, 
some 30 of them are featured on our YouTube channel called  
‘Mylapore TV” and are watched around the world every day.

Again, they enrich the social history records of Mylapore.
We have a few more small projects lined up for 2025. And we 

invite you to be part of them in ways you can.

LETTERS FROM READERSVINCENT’s JOTTINGS

I was born in 1951 at No.10, Sullivan Street  
in San Thome, a road that runs parallel to  
Kutchery Road.

D’ Costa, Rego, Lobo, Matthew and Vaz were 
names of people who made our neighbourhood.

Midwife Lazaro delivered me at home. She lived 
on San Thome High Road and went from place to 
place in a hand-drawn rickshaw. My sisters and I 
studied at Rosary Matric Girls School; most boys of 
this area attended St. Bede’s nearby.

My parents encouraged us to attend classes in 
school on Christian thought. These classes helped us. 
Sister Treaas Xavier, an Irish nun, was the centre of 
our lives at school.

The best thing about school life were the cul-
tural activities here. We would be either singing or 
dancing or acting in the many events that dotted our 
school calendar. School Day topped that calendar.
We were given time over weeks to train and learn 

the dance steps or the songs 
or acts and that balanced the 
classroom study and we liked 
this balance.

These culturals shaped 
me in my pre-teen years and 
helped me as I went on to 
learn Carnatic music under 
the great M. L. Vasanthaku-
mari. The campus experience 

gave me confidence, poise and joy. Since my guru, 
who was fondly called ‘MLV’ had also studied in a 
convent we vibed well. She would say ‘Hi’ to greet 
me. Two events on campus remain vivid - Reverend 
Mother’s Day when, on this rare occasion, the mother 
superior of the nuns met us all; we would drop 
off fruits we offered her into baskets kept around 
her.  The other fun day was the day of the  
Fancy Fete.

Mylapore families wanted their girls to have a 
convent education. Rosary was the first preference. 
It didn’t matter to the girls that their classmates 
ate meat at lunch time.  I made it a habit of visiting 
the lovely old church on our campus, blessing myself 
with holy water and then attending class. Many  
others did this. 

On many evenings, we would walk down to what 
we called ‘Chinna Beach’, the sands behind the  

Cathedral and have a great time playing and then 
eating ‘sundal’. On other evenings, we accompa-
nied our mother to Sri Kapaleeswarar Temple. We 
walked. San Thome was absolutely quiet in my 
teenage years. Save for the odd bus or car that roared 
down the main roads. Later, a few shops popped up 
near our school and created some buzz

Christmas was a time I vividly remember. Two 
weeks to Christmas, and we had choirs walking from 
one house to another, Christian and non-Christian, 
singing carols at our gates. We would gift them 
sweetmeats.

At Navaratri festival time, we invited our  
Christian neighbours home; they did visit.

My brother K. V. Mohan never missed the mid-
night Christmas Mass at the cathedral. All his bud-
dies were Christians. Mohan loved the Dhol Dhols 
and Appams that the Anglo-Indian families made.

The bungalow where we resided still stands. It 
holds warm memories. It was on a five-ground plot; 
two grounds of garden. Often, the nuns would visit 
us and ask my Mom permission to pick flowers to 
decorate the church.

More tips on KYC:  
for bank customers

This is more on KYC that banks ask of us.
Some banks are not accepting self-declara-

tions, which is contradictory to the RBI’s guide-
lines. Maybe the banks are exercising extra cau-
tion and have not updated their internal processes 
to reflect the new guidelines. 

Here are few things that can be done - check 
with your bank’s customer support, reach out to 
your bank’s customer care to confirm their KYC 
update process and provide feedback about the 
issue, refer to the RBI’s press release, share the 
RBI’s press release (dated Jan.5/ 2023) with your 
bank’s representative to clarify the guidelines and 
escalate the issue if needed. If the issue persists, 
consider escalating it to the bank’s nodal officer 
or the RBI’s customer complaint cell.

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A Tram to San Thome Beach
The Marina beach was an integral part of a Mylaporean’s

Here, there was a circular public complex; here, the audio 
speakers would broadcast news and music of All India Radio.

At one point in the past, All India Radio was the sole source 
of news and information and music.

People would pack off home before darkness fell.
This section of San Thome had its own charm. Dotted by 

churches, convents and school campuses, 
often you would spot nuns and priests hop-
ping from campuses to church and back. San 
Thome was the hub of Christians.
