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VINCENT’s JOTTINGS

Mylapore is not a neighbourhood that holds up pro-active 
community groups addressing civic and political issues. There are 
plenty of arm-chair commentators. Plenty more people who enjoy 
sharing their opinions softly. And many who do not get bothered 
anyway.

And in the case of associations of residents of a colony, the less 
said the better. Many exist on letter-heads. Some lead a weak life. 
And a few strive for something 
positive. And there are those who 
worm their way to assume leader-
ship roles so that they can quickly 
connect to the local area MLA or 
the GCC zonal officer and the like, 
taking on the role of the commu-
nity spokesperson.

For people who do play a role 
in the community’s affairs, debate 
civic issues and remain active 
catalysts, there is a bigger role to 
play in the days to come.

Urban governance is providing a space for you and me to play 
a role, and though the wheels are turning real slow, they are turn-
ing and though the hurdles are tall, they will have to be negotiated.

Area sabhas and ward committees have to be formed now as 
the state starts to unfold the process of local governance, and in 
our case, in this city.

Now, Chennai has 200 wards and each ward is to have ten 
areas, the limits of which are being worked out and will have to 
be made public. So you get to know which area in the ward you 
belong to. 

Now, people can become the leader of each area, and as the 
rule has it, you have to be nominated. Thus, each ward will have 
10 members from the community. This group can have a say in the 
budgets/projects for the local ward, seek details on projects rolled 
out, pose questions to the elected councillor and have some say in 
civic affairs.

Now the grey part of this form of grassroots democracy is that 
all area members get nominated by the councillor. And already, 
members of political parties at the neighbourhood level are keen 
to find a place in these slots. Which means, a well-meaning citi-
zen, keen to be proactive, may be sidelined and his or her voice 
snuffed. 

It is because the rules allow a councillor to choose the area 
members and he/she then hands that list to the Council which 
has to validate this list. Activists in the neighbourhoods are asking 
councillors to be open-minded in choosing the members, asking 
them to accommodate men and women who can contribute to the 
growth of an area.

The rules framed by the state are clearly flimsy and are 
evidently a lame effort. The steps taken so far by the state do not 
assure us that the state and political parties are seriously keen in 
participatory governance. The rules tend to perpetuate chamcha-
giri. 

However, unless activist citizens nudge the state and bother 
councillors to recognise people who can play a positive role for 
their areas, small-time movers and shakers will grab what should 
be a worthy citizen’s seat.

So, if you wish to play some role in local governance, call your 
local councillor and tell him or her to nominate you, or your  
colleague who is keen. Be proactive.

MY STORY

Dance for distraction, dance for hobby, dance 
for  passion, dance as a therapy and teaching dance 
to women has been the evolution of my associa-
tion with this beautiful art form over the last five 
decades.

I started my Bharathanatyam classes at the 
age of five. As I grew up, I enjoyed performing on 
stages in India and abroad and on television.  

Despite having a busy corporate life, dancing 
kept me company.

It was then I realised that many women nur-
tured a childhood desire to learn dance. Inspired 

by Mahatria of Infinitheism, I 
launched Athma Laya to help 
fulfil their dreams. It shaped 
into a combination of simple 
steps, expression through dance 
form and processes of medita-
tion, giving women the much 
needed break, amidst their 
hectic schedule.

This journey began in 1998. 
My colleague at office was talking to me about the 
aerobics classes she attended and the fun she was 
having there; those were the years when aerobics 
was big. That is when I thought: why not host 
Bharatanatyam classes for women who are in their 
30s/40s. I launched a 12-day course and there were 
five women in that batch. Very simplified dance 
this was. The classes were then held in Mandaveli.

I moved on to hold dance workshop for corpo-
rates. Again, very simplified dance for women.

Then, we crafted a regular courses with classes 

held on weekends where women learnt one item at 
a time and danced to pieces that allowed them to 
express themselves. Today, we run this course in 
different areas in the city; we have our teachers in 
charge. This is a structured course. And paid for. 
Our oldest student is 84 years old!

In the late 1990s, women who came for our ses-
sions had to tear away from work and home. Today, 
their spouses, their family and their children are 
encouraging them to dance. These women tell me 
they get re-charged. They make new friends at 
class and life changes. Even the attitude of men at 
their homes has turned positive. 

We have a lady in her 70s who enjoys dance. 
She tells us that she has seen changes in her hus-
band over the years, with him encouraging her to 
take the time for rehearsals for our annual show, 
and taking care on the home front.  This is very, 
very encouraging for all of us.

One woman spent over seven hours at 
the Alphonso GCC playground on South 
Canal Road in Mandavelipakkam and 
designed a massive rangoli-based image of 
Dr. B R Ambedkar on Sunday.

Sathiya says that her Trust supports 
youths in education, sport and skills 
activities and that she has previously 
designed a giant-size rangoli themed on 
India’s tricolour at another ground.

“I chose the Alphonso ground be-
cause it was clean and flat and design-
ing the image would be easy,” she says. 
Now, she hopes her effort will also get 
into a ‘Guiness’ like record book.

We plan to resume 
everything,” Rammohan said.
