The Urbaser Sumeet people, the ones who keep our roads and 

streets clean, are the ones I always notice busy at work at dawn.
One recent morning I noticed a man in khaki doing what 

seemed like kolam printing. Using a metal 
plate that he dipped into a bucket of white 
powder, he was dabbing it on the edge of the 
street, leaving little kolams there. They made 
a pretty picture.

‘Is the mayor coming?, I asked. 
I don’t know. I was asked to do this,  

he said.
Much later, a community activist who  

resides in our nagar said the local ward coun-
cillor had held an area sabha meet. A meet 
to listen to and discuss with the community issues that bothered 
them. It was a week-day and a working hour.  
I wondered at the flippancy of planning such a key event.

Area sabha meets are at the core of grassroots democracy. 
They must be held in every area of a ward, which has ten areas. 
While some councillors have held only two or less such meetings, 
some club them together.

We may blame the elected reps for being uninterested in such 
important functions. But aren’t most citizens keen to have only 
their personal issues addressed on a one-to-one basis and hardly 
participate in grassroots action?

These developments paint a grey picture. But there is some 
positive social action across our city.

A proactive group called Arappor Iyakkam recently created 
the stage for citizens to highlight key issues that the December 
rains caused and has promised to present these and their own 
report to the city’s civic body and to the state, for action.

Elsewhere, people taking part in a consultation on the 
state’s plan to spend Rs.185 crores on an eco park planned on 
land retrieved from Perungudi dump-yard and on Pallikaranai 
marshland, rejected the project. Many wanted it restored and left 
as the area originally was. They did not want another Tholkappia 
Poonga ( Adyar Poonga), like the one the state developed in  
R. A. Puram in an area that once was the estuary zone of the 
Adyar river and had become a dump-yard.

Further north, residents of Ennore are not only voicing con-
cern but even observing a shutdown, to express their disapproval 
at developments that have taken place following ammonia gas 
leak from a pipeline of a private fertiliser factory. This being one 
of many civic actions the community has taken so far.

Community action must not erupt only when local issues are 
large and life-threatening. People must be vocal even with small, 
local issues.

In observing the first phase of Chennai Metro’s work to  
construct rail lines that will crisscross the larger Mylapore area, 
I am unhappy at the way state agencies and Metro have taken 
people for granted. They held unplanned citizens’ meets only 
when some people demanded them and they have left many basic 
requirements unattended. Issues that will bother people for over 
three years.

A handful of Mylaporeans are debating Metro-related issues 
online and tugging at one official or the other for redress.  
Why isn’t the larger community pro-active?

MY STORY

“What do you aspire to be?” I asked the audi-
ence. One said: “Chemistry scientist”. The second 
person said: “IPS officer”

I was stunned by the confidence and determi-
nation in their responses.

“How will you do that?”. 
The teens explained all about the UPSC exam, 

the  civil services . . .
This interaction happened at a recent Republic 

Day celebration at Gayathri Memorial Training 
Center at the Community College in Pattinapa-
kkam run by Sevalaya Trust. I was the chief guest 
here. 

I was in an area where the houses are simple 
and people live with basic amenities. In these 
youths and in the women, I could see determina-
tion and commitment. The resilience of these in-
dividuals, despite limited resources, left a lasting 
impression on me.

This community college runs a vocational 
course in tailoring for women. They also run a 
computer centre for school students and women.

That R-Day morning, two students spoke in 
English, on India’s independence and the signifi-
cance of Republic Day. I shared with them anec-
dotes on Thiruvalluvar, Mahakavi Bharathiyar 

and Swami Vivekananda. On their thoughts about 
aiming big, being bold and not to stop till the goal 
is reached. 

Murali, Sevalaya Trust’s founder, is a staunch 
follower of Mahatma Gandhi, mahakavi Bharathi-
yar and swami Vivekananda.

Sevalaya Trust, started as a small initiative 
in a thatched roof hut in Kasuva village near 
Thiruninravur, is running schools, hospitals, old-
age homes and vocational training and livelihood 
skill centres in 27 centres in Tamil Nadu.

This Republic Day visit left a lasting impres-
sion on me, inspiring not only myself but also 
my son, Raghav, and my family members who 
accompanied me.

CHENNAI METRO

FRUSTRATION POINTS  
FOR MYLAPOREANS

Three weeks since roads, 
streets and junctions were  
barricaded, traffic diverted 
and preliminary work  
started on Chennai Metro’s 
rail project in the greater 
Mylapore zone. Some major  
issues worry, frustrate and 
challenge Mylaporeans. Listed 
here are some key issues.

MESSY ROADS FOR  
DIVERTED TRAFFIC

Most streets / roads on which traffic 
diversions were effected have not been relaid. 
Patchwork done but is shoddy. Example - your 
bones will rattle while driving down  
Thiruvengadam Street, a key ‘diversion’ route. 
The concrete patches are examples of crude  
civil work. Residents here also want some 
speed-breakers.

DANGERS ON NARROW STREETS
Since the heart of Mylapore is indeed an island now, locked in by 

no-go zones, motorists are taking narrow streets as ’short cuts’, thus 
posing danger to residents here. Example - Robertson Street.  
It links South Canal Bank Road / Mandaveli east area to south-east  
R. A. Puram. But the narrow space cannot take the volumes at peak 
hours. No regulation. Contractor’s marshalls are often spectators or 
just ignored.

FEEDER BUS SERVICES -  
MTC CAN YOU HELP PLEASE?

Lots of Mylaporeans want feeder bus ser-
vices, now that access to Thirumylai rail station 
and Mandaveli terminus is restricted ( by no-go 
zones) and bus services are cut off from the 
heart of Mylapore. MTC has not organised face-
to-face meets to discuss possibilities.

DUST-POLLUTED ZONE
The fringes of Metro’s till-now busiest 

work zone - in R A Puram - once a play-
ground - is plastered with earth spilled by 
lorries transporting soil excavated by under-
ground boring machines. Layers of soil seen 
on sides of R K Mutt Road, Brodies Castle 
Road, D G S Dinakaran Road. Dust pollution 
kicks up as motorists drive on the edges. 

VIOLATORS APLENTY 
Motorists and car drivers flout most new 

traffic regulations. Marshalls have no control. 
Traffic Police helpless - what can 4/5 policemen 
handling dozens of jobs really do? The violators 
have a free run and pose dangers.

POLICE ARE SPECTATORS.

Traffic from four channels congre-
gates around Metro’s work zone in R 
A Puram, off the ‘Jesus Calls’ campus. 
Traffic on Srinivasa Avenue, headed to 
Adyar / San Thome. affects vehicles from 
Adyar and Mandaveli side. Mess No.1.

Traffic from San Thome towards 
Adyar is allowed to flow all the time and 
chokes the roundabout.  
Mess No.2 

Traffic from Adyar towards  
Mandaveli/ Mylapore is choked at this 
roundabout - so vehicles pile up till  
Malar ( now MGM) Hospital. Mess No.3.

Trapped in this mess is the traffic 
from Mandaveli headed south. Mess 
No.4

 Can more Traffic Police with walkie-
talkies regulate traffic flow at peak 
hours? No sign of any efforts - just 5 / 6 
policemen on duty, either as spectators 
or frustrated onlookers.
