On its west, portions of blocks of Andiman  

Thottam colony have been demolished, and private  
residences on the north have also been brought down.

The GCC assistant engi-
neer of Unit 126 headed the 
team with his workers and 
cleared many bunks and con-
demned goods that were lying 
on the platform for ages.

Most cars parked here 
for many days were locked – 
some were towed away by the 
recovery van.

GCC staff said that the 
drive will continue.

Ridding these roads of 
dumped goods and vehicles 
and hawkers is welcomed 
by people because traffic on 
these roads has doubled fol-
lowing diversions caused by 
Chennai Metro work.

Sundar Shriganesh told me that he makes it 
a point to stop by everyday, to say hello to these 
four-legged friends who reciprocate his handshake 
with euphoric yaps and paws that seek to entrap 
him in their grip.  Before he can leave, he is joined 
by a chubby schoolboy in shorts. And then comes 
Nandini Gowrishankar with bits of information.

These dogs were  apparently abandoned but 
doing very well thanks to the innumerable animal 
lovers of Mylapore who visit the place, laden with 

bits of food, in return for the enthusiastic love 
showered on them by the furry ones.

Somebody even constructed a makeshift shel-
ter for them in the open premises. One such ani-

Lenten services start  
at local churches

Bombay Gnanam’s plays this weekend

The face of Kutchery Road has 
changed. Chennai Metro work,  
the reason. 

The changes are stark on the east-
ern end of the road, the zone around 
the Jumma Masjid. A zone where 
work started early, where the Metro’s 
Kutchery Road station is being  
constructed.

Many small, retail and food shops 
ran their businesses here. Now,  
some have shut down, some have 
shifted and some 
are finding the go-
ing tough.

This stretch 
is a ‘no go’ zone. So 
with traffic closed, 
people must walk 
to the shops in this 
zone. And this  
discourages many.

N. R. Brothers Shopping Centre 
is 90 years old and was started by 
Ismail. One of his three sons who are 
joint owners, Shah, says they lost 
their 300 sq.ft. shop space. Like other 
spaces in the area,  it was demolished.

We walked to this shop through a 
two-feet walkway created alongside 
the barricaded Metro zone, close to  
the mosque.

Shah is sulking in his new space 
- located now opposite where the old 
shop once stood. “We expected at least 
30 lakh rupees more than what they 
gave as compensation,” he says.

Shah says the shop now gets only 
30% of the earlier volume of business. 

The shop which sold fancy articles, 
imported and branded products now 
stocks perfumes, dates and imported 
medicinal oils.

“The walk-in shoppers are practi-
cally nil,” says Shah. He says the 
wedding of his youngest brother was 

postponed due to the business hiccups.
The office of A to Z Travels sits in a 

space rented from the mosque. 
Zahir Hussain, it’s proprietor is 

troubled by the fact that he hardly 
gets new clients now because access is 
‘narrow’. “Our monthly outgo towards 
rent, and fixed expenses is roughly 
Rs 18000 per month. We hardly earn 
this. We used to earn around 40000 
rupees,” he says. 

Zahir Hussain says he had to send 
off  two staff as part of his cost-cutting 
measures. “We handle daily work our-

selves and employ a 
courier to deliver,”  
he adds. 

Hameed of Reli-
able Bags used to 
run his trade in the 
masjid’s zone shops 
area. He has moved 
to Norton Road,  
Mandaveli. 

“I am pulling along, he says. “Slow-
ly, my old customers are coming back 
here so there is some hope.”

Many small businesses like snacks, 
tea and biryani shops that were run 
on both sides of the road have closed 
down or the spaces they rented have 
been demolished.

The famed Dabba Chetty Shop 
moved to North Mada Street and is 
doing well here.

Krishnan, the landlord of a build-
ing on Kutchery Road near the Arun-
del Street junction said his 12-year- 
old tenant is in the process of vacating 
the place. “I dont think I will get a 
new tenant here,” Krishnan said.

However, Devaraj, the proprietor 
of the busy T. Chinnappa Chettiar & 
Sons at the Bazaar Road junction said 
his business ( paints, building materi-
als) has not been badly affected.

“Shops on Bazaar Road have not 
been affected,” he said.

< Pick up a form from a hospital where body dona-
tion is accepted, and let the donor sign in. The form 
must be attested by a family member as well as a person 
in authority outside the family. Submit the form, main-
tain a copy at home.

< Once the donor passes away, alert the hospital. 
Meanwhile, get a practising doctor to certify death in 
case the person has passed away at home. Fax/e-mail 
this note to the hospital.

< Once the ambulance arrives, the family’s con-
sent letter is secured by that team before the body is 
taken away. The body can be stored in the hospital’s 
mortuary to allow for rituals, in case family/ relatives 
are flying in to pay their respects.

< If the dead person’s organs are useful, they are 
harvested and body is used for study/research purposes, 
as willed by the person.
