So I turn to Sujatha and Deepa, the two volunteers who had 
been manning the registration desk and say: “Let’s get together 
now; you two will conduct the prize-
giving event here.”

The two are stunned, look at each 
other, smile a bit and nod.

I ask Deepa to handle the announce-
ments, Sujatha to hand over the prizes 
and the two students from Stella Maris 
College, also volunteers, to channel the 
goodies and screen the people who will 
respond to Deepa’s call, as she reads out 
the names of the winners.

Everything ran smooth that evening despite the extra buzz 
on the Kolam Street and just when I was ready to walk away 
from the place to have a cup of coffee, Sujatha and Deepa come 
up to me and say, “We have never done such things before. 
Most of the time we are busy with our homes.”

Every year, when I sit back to review the Mylapore Festival, 
I am glad that one of the key features of such a unique, street 
cultural event is run by volunteers who come around just days 
before the festival launches.

This then is the 
story of a bunch of high 
school girls of Lady 
Sivaswami Ayyar Girls 
School, Mylapore

When the invitation  
from the state for 
the annual cultural 
competitions was dis-
cussed by teachers  
and students at the 
school, one bunch 
decided to create  
and present a  
puppet show.

The girls had no experience in the art 
form and their lead teacher, T. Vijayalak-
shmi was merely aware of puppetry in  
Tamil Nadu.
