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VINCENT’s JOTTINGS
By VINCENT D’ SOUZA

I spent four days in Calicut, Kozhikode. In Kerala. And as I 
always do, I soaked in well and also learnt much.

The idea of a literary festival on the beach partly drew me there. 
But I was not expecting the mela atmosphere that this annual event 
creates and sustains. Five tents pitched on the beach front, a series 
of talks, conversations and discussions that roll from one hour to 
the next, celebrity buzz from people like Shashi Tharoor, Prakash 
Raj and Kamalhassan and a steady sales of books.

I loved the sight of hundreds of young people hanging around: 
some sat under the tents, some had a good time and some bought 
lots of books. I also loved the sight of 
young parents bringing their children 
to this Festival and guiding them to buy 
their first set of books.

And I also realised the power of 
the digital pop. The duo called JordIn-
dian, who have 1.6 million followers 
and make fun videos based on you 
and me  and no profanity. Under one 
beachfront tent, some 3,000 young 
people jumped, screamed, laughed and made merry at the duo’s act, 
drowning the neighbourhood conversation of writers! 

The host, DC Books does know how to mix a cocktail when it 
curates a Lit Fest.

The Fest gave me the opportunity to explore heritage Calicut 
and if you know the histories of this part of Kerala, this world is so, 
so huge and deep. Senior historian and story-teller Mohan took me 
on a Walk through the wholesale bazaar, the Silk Street with Chi-
nese histories and the Gujarati Street, once the hub of the commu-
nity, which first came here centuries ago, perhaps with Jain monks 
and easily took to trading, big time. So big that one family, which 
still trades here, once owned 50 ‘urus’, the traditional, large sailing 
vessels, still built in nearby Beypore.

But lessons on heritage, conservation and community popped 
up when we chatted with one Gujarati family head.  Some 80% of 
the members here are now senior citizens - how and why would 
they continue sustaining their fantastic houses?  Almost all youths 
had gone to Kochi and Bangalore and Delhi to study and then got 
employed in India or abroad: they visited but had no plans to re-
settle in this zone of Calicut. So how could the community preserve 
its heritage?

I saw small boutiques, art and craft shops and bistros had 
rented some old houses here. But the signages and decor over-ruled 
the traditional architecture and design.

And I wondered - how long would Mylapore’s old houses, even 
the Madras-tiled bungalows which are perhaps 1970s built, survive? 

What character had the new-age stores on North Mada Street, 
which cannibalised the old garden houses created today? And why 
does a state minister for Hindu Religious and Charitable Endow-
ments and his team want to demolish the old temple-linked zone 
on the south side of Sri Kapaleeswarar Temple, to build a large 
complex of wedding/community hall, lodging rooms, washrooms 
and parking spaces when, smart conservation of this slice of old 
Mylapore would be in keeping with highlighting local heritage?

Unless people express themselves and show their interest in 
public issues, and not leave it to individuals, we are bound to lose 
what we have inherited.

MY STORY

This short story should be titled “How a Fan Mail 
made me an Author”.  That’s really how my book 
‘Nine Rupees an Hour’ was born. 

In July 2013, I sent journalist P. Sainath a fan 
mail. I got a lovely, long reply. Inviting me to be a 
part of the People’s Archive of Rural India (www.
ruralindiaonline.org). I was, then, a city reporter, 
roaming the streets of Chennai, writing about people, 
places, practises. I began to travel in my state – Tam-
il Nadu – and found that everywhere I turned, there 
was a story, a great one, waiting to be told. In 2019, 
some of those stories – plus others reported espe-
cially for the book – was published as ‘Nine Rupees 
an Hour’, by Context, an imprint of Westland. Docu-
menting the disappearing livelihoods of Tamil Nadu, 
the book has ten chapters with profiles of people who 
practised various occupations - farmers, bull keepers, 

palm tree climbers, sickle 
makers, dancers - classi-
cal and folk, rural theatre, 
mat makers, silk saree 
weavers and Nadaswaram 
makers. Half the book has 
women leads. That mat-
tered to me, to highlight 
their largely invisibilised 
and often underpaid 
labour. 

Take Kamakshi - a poi kaal kuthirai artiste, who 
was also a mother, grandmother, farmer and home-
maker. And one of the finest dancers in the state. 
The world only knew - and celebrated - her (late) hus-
band. Then there’s Chandra, a woman farmer, whose 
question still stings me: when we go to an office or a 
bank, we are asked to stand in the corner: where are 
the chairs for people who grow your food? 

Muniyamma, who spent her life inside a smoky 
hut in a palmgrove in Ramanathapuram making  
karupatti, Rayappan, who climbed the equivalent of 
Mount Everest in a single week during the season, 
to tap padhaneer. Thilagavathi, the first woman 
to dance on the all-male Kattaikuttu stage... the 
memory of meeting them still gives me goosebumps. 

The book was received kindly. A. Shrikumar’s 

review for The Hindu newspaper called it “a rich 
complex tapestry of honest stories from the interiors 
of Tamil Nadu”; award-winning translator N. Kalyan 
Raman wrote in OPEN magazine “What makes the 
book remarkable is the author’s extraordinary talent 
for telling stories that engage and enrich from begin-
ning to end.” Uddalak Mukherjee in The Telegraph 
described it as an “excellent and searing account 
of some of Tamil Nadu’s traditional but vanishing 
occupations.” The best feedback was from the people 
in the book - when their children or relatives read it 
out for them - and they rang and told me they were 
happy with it. Three years later, the Tamil edition is 
here: Oru Mani Nerathukku Onbadhu Roobai. And 
to hold it in the language it was first told to me, feels 
like a blessing. 

It would not have been possible without Siddhar-
than Sundaram sir. He took the initiative, contacted 
me, found a wonderful publisher - the good people 
at Seermai publishing house - and translated it in 
record time. I can’t wait for the women and men who 
trusted me and shared their stories with me to read 
it in their mother tongue.
