This is a social media post by 
Rajashree Bhaskaran. One of the 
many dozens posts on the Festival 
which was held in two phases in 
early January.

For me, curating the Festival and ensuring the events 
run smoothly is one big deal. What interests me, and many 
others, is what such a street cultural festival creates on the 
ground and in people.

There is a hint to this magic in Rajashree’s post. The 
event provides for people to meet, to converse, to enjoy the 
simple pleasures of life and to soak in some nostalgia too. 
And to do this on our streets is added pleasure.

There were scores of people who confided in me their 
joy and happiness at meeting friends at the Festival. There 
was this young woman who now works at a Mylapore 
school who rejigged my memory of her attending the  
Mylapore Times journalism camp held in the mid 1990s. 

There was a man in his 60s who recalled the close asso-
ciation one festival volunteer had had with us and the loss 
we felt when he was taken away from us, suddenly. And 
there was a woman in her 60s who had come all the way 
from Tirunelveli to experience what this Festival was all 
about, took part in the kolam contest and won a prize.

A street festival is a kind of open-doors-to-all event. 
The vegetable hawkers, the Irula craftspeople, the bajji 
and dosa makers, the balloon sellers and the merry-go-
round operators.

And in buying bead-chains and glass bangles 
between the Festival’s live shows, this becomes a people’s 
festival.

Chitra Kailash, owner of Chitra Looms, 
recently opened her second store in Chen-
nai. Her new showroom is in Karpagam 
Avenue, R. A. Puram. It showcases Kanjee-
varam sarees woven at Chitra’s own looms. 

The store sells handwoven pattu, silk 
cotton and cotton sarees, fabrics for pattu 
blouse, pavadais, pattu veshtis and shirts.

 Chitra said she made a modest start, 
selling sarees stacked in a suitcase. It was 
in 2016 that she opened her first store in 
Valasaravakkam, where she resides. 

Chitra has degrees in  B. E. and an  
M. S. Establishing a firm footprint in the 
saree business was an unexpected turn. 
“After Covid, there was a need to engage 
weavers. I found that I enjoyed working 
with them and decided to take the big 

stride,” she said.
Chitra follows the traditional practice 

of the Korvai weave. “Here, the body and 
border are woven separately and then in-
terlocked. What makes Kanjeevaram pattu 
last long is the use of the murukku pattu. 
For the warp, two threads are twisted 

together to be used as 
a single thread. This is 
what gives the pattu 
its resilience,” she 
explains.

A desire to recreate 
and revive colour com-
binations and patterns 
from the past directs 
Chitra’s creations. “I 
want people to indulge 
in nostalgic memories. 
We are bringing back 
oosi vanam, vaira 
oosi, diamond kattam, 
kattam with thandi 
kambi, Benaras kat-
tam and so on. For the 

wedding season, we have brocades with fine 
zari.” 

If you are looking for something mod-
ern, you are sure to be disappointed, warns 
Chitra. “There is nothing contemporary 
in our collection. Our sarees resemble the 
Kalakshetra style. All our motifs are clearly 
transcribed from the temples in Kanchi-
puram.”

Ten minutes to registration check-
in and there are some 20 people at 
the gate of the prayer hall of Lady 
Sivaswami Ayyar Girls School, where 
the dayakattam contest is to be held 
( Jan.3). Then, people rush to join 
the queues. And there are 54 people 
ready to play the game. These include 
seniors, children and a few men. Vol-
unteers Mythili, Vasantha and Geetha 
get the game going and there is silence 
in the hall. A man who brought his 
pre-teen child to play watches, with 
many others from the sidelines. It has 
been an intense evening. The same in-
tensity prevails the next evening - for 
the Pallankuzhi contest.

   
YUMMY SNACKS

Sridhar Venkatara-
man of East Abirta-
mapuram has been 
conducting Food Walks 
for some years now. He 
goes about it systemati-
cally - he even encour-
ages people to take a 
bus or the Metro to the 
start point. So when 
he launched the Food 
Walk on Jan.3 eve-
ning, there were three 
dozen people from all 
parts of the city. 

The group walks 
down North Mada Street, exits into 
Kutchery Road and begins to feast on the snacks 
at various points.

The foundation stone for
