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VINCENT’s JOTTINGS

When we resided off Mount Road in the 1960s and 70s, 
there were a few places I haunted. New Elphinstone Theatre, 
Bata showroom, Mount Road Post office, Christ Church School, 
Buharis restaurant and Higginbothams.

The walk from home to Higginbothams took about 20 
minutes and there were many eye-catchers along the way which 
took our minds off the sweat. You could spend as much time as 
you wanted in this bookstore, even read a few pages of a book 
you liked and nobody asked you nasty questions!

Some years ago, when I dropped in at the vintage book-
store, there was a dullness 
all around. Work on Chennai 
Metro was on at a furious 
pace and this had disrupted 
all the businesses on Mount 
Road, now called Anna Salai.

“We hope the new rail line 
will bring us new customers,” 
the store manager had told 
me. What he was hoping for was for book-lovers from all parts 
of the city visiting Higginbothams once access by the Metro was 
made easy and simple and cheap.

Mount Road has revived but it is not anymore, the buzz road 
that it once was. 

Chennai Metro projects are underway in many zones of 
our city. Phase Two is an ambitious one, with one line running 
north-south and another, east-west. And once these lines are in 
operation, mobility is going to be great.

What interests me, and will for all those who take great 
interest in this city, are the changes that are brought about by 
such large civic projects. They change the face of our neighbour-
hoods.

Earlier this week, I had to shop at a place in the middle of 
TTK Road in Alwarpet. I got there close to 7 p.m. There was 
a strange silence all around me, this in a zone which was not 
too long ago a bustling channel of vehicles and a hub for retail 
stores. Massive barricades on two sides of the road enclosed 
civil work on the local station for Chennai Metro that would 
come up, two buildings had been brought down and many more 
would be shaved off in the weeks to follow. 

Changes are also taking place in Luz and on Kutchery Road, 
on Luz Church Road and off TTK Road, as they are in other 
parts of the city. And if you are familiar with these areas, you 
may have noticed that shops you frequented, apartments where 
your friends used to reside and hawkers who used to serve your 
needs have all gone or will soon disappear.

The Marina off Queen Mary’s College and the TN Police 
Headquarters is already looking different, with giant cranes and 
massive barricades dominating this skyline. Imagine what this 
beach area will look like when the Metro stations, parking lots 
and newly-designed zones come up.

The changes are immense. Reason why I have been asking 
city-based freelance photographers to document the changes 
that are taking place in the city because of Chennai Metro. Can 
you imagine what Luz Circle ( which is to be the intersection of 
two Metro rail lines) will look like in 2025?

“Let’s visit the Mylapore Festival this year!,” 
said my mom with a beaming face. 

I was puzzled as to what it was all about. I had 
been there when I was much younger, but I didn’t 
remember much.

the four Mada Streets. It 
was fun! The next day, 
from the list of events for

mother. A section of North Mada Street was deco-
rated with Kolams on both sides, both white rice 
kolams and ones with colours.

The storytelling event started at the temple 
and Pradeep Chakravarthy Sir started with some 
super interesting stories about the Hindu gods. 
He spoke on how according to the Rig Veda, Indra 
and Agni were the first gods and in the later 

versions of the Vedas, Shiva and Vishnu were 
considered the first Gods. Interesting!

He also spoke about how Lord Shiva’s temple 
in Mylapore came to be known as Kapaleeshwarar 
Temple, about Thirugnanasambandar poems on 
the area, and lots more. I listened to them with 
rapt attention and had many questions, of course! 

He told us about the Punnai tree, how Nature 
teaches us, humans, lessons and lots more. In the 
end, I also drew a sketch of the temple mandapam 
and showed it to my folks at home! ‘Thank you 
for the interesting stories, sir. We really enjoyed 
them,’ I told Pradeep Sir.

We went through some other streets that we 
missed the previous days, took home some lovely 
and simple toys for my sister and me, and loads of 
happy memories! This experience remains fresh 
in my mind and I can’t wait to visit this Festival 
next year too!

Hak & Chill, a two-month old venture, sells chilled ilaneer 
payasam, special Badam milk and cold filter coffee in 200 ml 
plastic bottles, providing Mylaporeans shopping on South 
Mada Street a place to cool off.

These are the only items sold here. The space is neat and 
well-designed too. The beverages cooling refrigeration boxes 
here are stocked with the bottles.

The drinks can be carried home or one can enjoy them 
here. Each 200 ml bottle of any type costs Rs 80. Ilaneer 
payasam is made from tender coconut water, tender coconut 
kernel and milk and sugar.

Badam milk is from badam, carrot, milk and sugar. Cold 
coffee has 85/15 coffee chicory filter decoction.

The shop’s caretaker says the drinks can be kept unre-
frigerated for two hours before consuming and needed deep 
freezing to preserve. “This is because no preservative is used. 
All that we use are natural ingredients”, says the owner of the 
shop, M. A. Kaliesraj.

He says they use Heritage full cream milk.
This business is an extension of the famed MAK Bajji shop 

in Triplicane. The Mylapore shop is open all days of the week 
from 10 am to 8.30 pm. At 11, South Mada Street (close to 
Narasu’s Coffee), Mylapore. Phone: 48640153.

Note: There is also a ‘MAK n Patksan’ shop belonging 
to the same business next door; this place sells traditional 
murukku and thattai, sweets and snacks and podis and 
thokku.

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How Scrabble is making 
students at QMC
excited, better skilled
The college principal and faculty hosted 
a Scrabble Grandmaster who sees the game 
as  activity based learning

Can the game of Scrabble 
improve skills among college 
students who hail from rural 
and semi-rural areas? Faculty 
at the English Department 
at Queen Mary’s College,  
Mylapore say ‘yes’. 

Their positive outlook flows 
from the outcome of a campus-
based Scrabble tournament 
held recently. 

The M.K. Subramaniam Memorial Inter-
departmental Tournament was held at QMC 
on December 29 and was organised with a 
view to provide an opportunity for beginners 
in Scrabble to take stock of their prowess in 
the game. 

Head of the English Department, Maria 
Preethi Srinivasan says Scrabble literacy 
arrived on campus in August 2022, when 
Scrabble Grandmaster Ranganatha Chakra-
varthy visited the campus on a Scrabble 
mission, as it were. 

Chakravarthy who is currently ranked 
4th in India and was ranked 16th in the 
World Scrabble Championship held in Nai-
robi in 2017, visits schools and colleges to im-
press upon teaching faculty the significance 
of Scrabble as “activity based learning”. 

He explains how the game is played and 
the skills involved. When he visited Queen 
Mary’s College, the Principal Dr. B. Uma 
Maheswari recognized an opportunity to 
make students actively involve themselves in 
vocabulary acquisition. 

Maria Preethi says it took just a few 
minutes of playing Scrabble with Chakra-
varthy for the principal and the faculty of 
the Department of English to realize that 
Scrabble literacy had to be pursued seriously 
on campus. 

Currently 1600 of the 6000 students on 
campus are Scrabble literate, thanks to the 
regular visits of Charkravarthy. The plan 
which was unfolded is to follow up every 
phase of the Scrabble Literacy Programme 
(SLP) with a Train the Trainer (TTT) for 
students who want to hone their skills in 
Scrabble. 

The Train the Trainer was held in Sep-
tember 2022. Between August and  Decem-
ber 2022, a group of Scrabble enthusiasts 
had emerged and the M.K. Subramanian 
Memorial Scrabble Tournament witnessed 
enthusiastic participation from 82 students 
across various disciplines in QMC. 

Cash prizes to the tune of Rs. 5000 were 
distributed among the top ten and the M.K. 
Subramanian Rolling Trophy went to the 
department with the most winners in the 
tourney. The trophy for 2022-’23 went to the 
Department of English. 

This event is slated to be an annual 
event. 

Maria Preethi, HoD of English, says 
Scrabble has transformed the ‘eduscape’ at 
QMC. “The transformation of students, who 
were once oblivious of the dictionary as a 
treasure, to logophiles, is indeed an achieve-
ment worth talking about,” she adds.
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The Adyar river was the arena for competitive boat races recently when the  
79th edition of the regatta championship was held. This was the ARRE – FEARA 
Regatta and it featured eight clubs including one from Singapore. The Chennai  
Commissioner of Police was the chief guest at the prize distribution event held on 
January 21 evening.
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
