I am not a December Season regular. But I make some 

time to listen to kutcheris. And I prefer small spaces. 
Where you can be to yourself.

One recent evening, I dropped into Raga Sudha Hall, 
a space alongside the famed Nageswara Rao Park in Luz, 
which is dug up all over in the name of a grand renova-
tion. A space its founder, late SVK ( S. V. Krishnan), 
nurtured lovingly in his own signal character.

His daughter has car-
ried on the tradition which 
seems to have a unique  
signature in the artistes 
chosen and concerts  
curated. When we meet,  
she likes to converse. We 
did, that evening - of the 
changing moods of rasikas.

Inside, seated on the granite seating at the far end  of 
this hall, I spent time listening to the Iyer Brothers on  
their veenas. It was time spent by yourself, for yourself. 
Unaffected. The tani of the mridangam artiste evening was 
wonderful.  20 minutes of music. Thank you.

I wished this hall was located on the edge of the park, 
minus the road, with windows opening out into the trees 
and plants - minus Chennai’s infamous mosquitos!

I look at the December Season from the fringe. And 
this time, I noticed that curators of festivals and concerts 
are staging them, not in Sabha halls, but in spaces for  
theatre, coffee shops and halls used for sales, cultural 
events and the like. The featured artistes are mostly young 
and the events are targeted at the young, or the Gen Z, if 
you may.

There is another development that is taking root and 
slowly spreading. Concerts held at venues, away from the 
heart of Mylapore. Margazhi festivals are now held not 
only in Nanganallur and in Velachery but also in Perambur 
and Mogappair and in Valasarawakkam.

I don’t see why the small, open-air stages in large parks 
of the Chennai Corporation cannot be used for concerts, 
where  artistes of the neighbourhood as well as seniors  
can perform. 

There is a need to move out of Sabha halls.  A need to 
get fresh air and do so across the city.
