(January 9 to 12 this year ) are the hawkers around Sri Kapalee-
swarar Temple. They have lent a hand to string decorations, they 
have moved carts to accommodate our equipment, they have spread 
the word about the festival . . .

They also love the crowds and look forward to trebling their earn-
ings. Take this couple who run a fruit cart stall on East Mada Street. 
They plan to ship lots of choice jackfruit from Panruti for our festival. 
I sampled some fruit yesterday: it was  
mmmmmm!

A street cultural fest must embrace 
and accommodate everybody. Because it is 
everybody’s festival. We curate it and Sun-
daram Finance funds it. People give it life!

But a festival of this nature is also the 
fruit of many labours. Labours of a bunch of dedicated volunteers 
who play different roles over four to six weeks.

Ganga Sridhar keeps calling me even as I write this column. She 
has made a dozen calls to bring to life something we curated last 
festival; cultural shows that do the rounds of our neighbourhood 
schools. This year, we have a Kanniyakumari team of puppeteers and 
a lively, creative katha-kalakshepam artiste who will visit some  
10 schools next week, presenting their shows on campus.

Mahalakshmi lives in Velachery but her soul is in Mylapore; she 
takes charge of the back stage operations of our main stage shows 
outside the temple. She has made dozens of calls to some 12 troupes 
to prepare them for their concerts on the open-air stage.

Bhanu teaches sociology at a women’s college in the city. She is 
taking charge of a new extension of the festival this year.  The mini 
venue at Sri Kolavizhi Amman Temple where six events will be held 
over the next weekend; making them accessible to the community 
around this vintage temple.

Narayani, who used to work for Mylapore Times, has canvassed 
for volunteers, and will be a key person at the cookery contests at a 
restaurant on the Mada Street whose owner is a warm well-wisher 
of the festival.  Another former MT staffer, Vasantha, is heading 
the team which will manage the two contests of Dayakattam and 
Pallankuzhi.

Ramya Mani has travelled tough and long to cobble up and  
encourage 11 people and their allies, who will put up theme kolu  
sets at a hall of a school on Sundareswarar Street. Ramya once  
recreated the Festival’s flagship kolam contest scenario in the form  
of an exhibit and displayed it off the Mada Street. 

Sridhar Venkataraman, a foodie and veteran Food Walks curator, 
has not only curated a Food Walk this year, but is the man behind 
the two exciting Cookery Contests, themed ‘Millet Tiffin’ and ‘Sweet 
Boli’. He invites the judges, sets the guidelines, runs the show and 
ferrets recipes from those who make lovely snacks!

There are lots more who play different roles, including the  
Mylapore Times team.

I often marvel at the energies that come to play in holding such a 
unique festival that this city has known for over two decades.

The large community 
which resides at Visakshi 
Thottam, a colony of resi-
dential blocks promoted by 
what used to be the state-run 
Slum Clearance Board, seems 
to be a divided lot on the 
current issue that confronts 
them  - the nature of plans for 
re-development that the state 
has for them.

The anxiety, frustra-
tion and some anger was 
expressed the past week 
when state officials arrived 
at this campus located off 
Warren Road, Mylapore to 
start enumeration of the residents here. Local 
police kept an eye as residents and state offi-
cials conversed and some heat was generated 
in the exchange.

There are said to be close to 500 families 
who reside here in blocks built about 32 years 
ago. These include people who reside in make-
shift tenements.

One section says that redevelopment is 
welcome but the blocks must not be above five 
storeys because they fear that access to lifts 
can be frustrating in emergencies and power 
failure.

One section wants the state body, TN 
Urban Habitat Development Board, to repair 
the worn -out apartments and leave the resi-
dents alone.

Others want the Board to outline the 
plans and stick to them since there has been 
considerable delay in similar projects in the 
Mylapore zone.  They say they cannot afford 
paying stiff rentals beyond a point.

Some others want the Board to allot flats 
to their eldest child in addition to one for 
themselves.

Behind the murmurs and protests there 
seems to be some play of local party politics, 
going by conversations with residents here.

In many apartments, layers of walls or 
of the roof have collapsed and in some flats,  
cracks in the balcony / walls pose some dan-
ger, especially when the rains are peristent 
and heavy.
