Top of this week, a group of my school-mates got together for 

lunch. The purpose of this meet - to plan a celebration to mark 
50 years since the time we moved out of school.

The broad outlines for two 
parts of this event were easy to 
draw - an event in school and then, 
unwind in a cool spot, possibly by 
the sea.

Event No.1 called for some 
detailing.

Start with a prayer meet in the 
school chapel where some of us 
spent time almost daily? I wasn’t 
one of the daily visitors but whenever I stepped in, I found a 
certain quiet in a buzzing campus.

How would we remember the ‘old boys and girls’ who were no 
more with us? There were one or two whose past I little remem-
bered; they went out of my orbit after I got into college and ages 
later, when I was told that one of them had an unhappy end, I 
seemed unsettled for some days, trying to recall times I spent 
with this classmate.

At this lunch, I had lots of ideas that seemed to roll off eas-
ily. Should we not create a souvenir? And if many agreed, what 
should it be? One mate suggested and insisted that we could 
make blazers for the occasion. 

They shot down my idea of a Tee. But should we not make 
and gift something that our families would appreciate?

One suggested a framed picture of the Class 11 group. 
And then we realised, we had a couple of boys who did not 

complete their schooling, slipping out in Class 10. 
Like the one who had ‘disappeared’ from school and family 

and friends and months later, had called from some European 
country, to say all was well and that he would be sailing on a ship 
after his training!

That afternoon, the broad details were worked out, some 
jotted on tissue paper! We have some time to chew on the ideas 
and firm plans. The event is planned for early 2025, a time when 
our classmates around the world can grab some bargain post-
Christmas season tickets and fly down.

At the Mylapore Times newspaper, we encourage reportage 
on Re-Unions and Alumni Meets. 

We value the reportage - for it provides us the opportunity to 
not only document the milestone but also speak to a few ‘old boys 
and girls’ and take them down memory lane.

Memories of campus life, even in the early 1990s, can amaze 
you. They sound so different three decades later. Imagine one 
‘old boy’ of a school in San Thome telling us that the ‘brothers’ 
were so strict that they would ask the mischief-makers to kneel in 
the sun or run 25 rounds.

Most people will agree that life in school is perhaps the  
happiest phase in one’s life. Some may wink and ask - are you 
sure schooldays are happy days for today’s kids?

T. R. Mahalingam, the renowned actor-singer, 
is my maternal grandfather. His daughter, my 
aunt Savitri, is my guru, and I have been learning 
music from her since the age of four, often accom-
panying her in concerts. 

During the COVID-19 pandemic, I taught mu-
sic online, with two batches dedicated to different-
ly-abled children. Their enthusiasm to perform on 
stage inspired me to establish the Surya School of 
Music. Here, we train children in music, offering 
them opportunities to give concerts.

Experts advised me to run only free classes 
for these children and not pursue concert perfor-
mances of theirs, but I chose a different path. I en-
visioned these children as stage performers. Our 
school is now inclusive, with a mix of all children, 
performing for free and being well-received. 

Initially, the parents of the special kids were 

skeptical about public concerts. I reassured them, 
and it has proven successful. 

The journey has been filled with memorable 
milestones - from singing without an orchestra to 
using recorded music and finally performing with 
a live orchestra. 

This transition was marked by moments of 
anxiety, joy, and setbacks that turned into suc-
cess. Our students recently celebrated their 50th 
concert and were recognised in the RAABA Book 
of Records—a significant milestone, as of today 
they have 150 performances to their credit. 

Society’s direct encouragement may be lacking, 
but the attendees’ compliments on the moving per-
formances and the parents’ new-found confidence 
in their children’s abilities are rewarding.

Training these children is challenging due 
to hand-mind coordination issues and the time 

needed to understand musical notes and prefer-
ences. 

My family’s unwavering support, along with 
contributions from philanthropists, has been cru-
cial. Music training aids their cognitive develop-
ment and serves as behavioural therapy. 

This venture is currently entirely mine, but 
I plan to establish a Trust to manage the liveli-
hoods of these young musicians. Future plans 
include adding instrumental music, vocational 

training, and early intervention to the vocal cur-
riculum.

My weekends are dedicated to music and these 
children. I encourage anyone passionate, kind-
hearted, and eager to give back to society to start 
initiatives like this. 

I am rooted in education, so handling these 
children held no surprises for me: I knew I had 
the calling. I believe music should be included 
in the regular curriculum for all children. The 
positive changes in these children, their improved 
self-management and increased confidence are my 
greatest rewards.

Mylapore Hindu Permanent Fund issue

Depositors stage protest, 
they want state govt to act

Some three dozen people 
staged a protest at the gates 
of The Mylapore Hindu  
Permanent Fund on South 
Mada Street, Mylapore on 
Thursday saying that the 
repeated promises to pay 
delayed interest and return 
matured deposits by the Fund 
management had turned 
to be hollow and that the 
state government should act 
against the Fund and its MD.

The protest, with dozens 
of police keeping watch, was 
staged mostly by senior  
citizens; it  
followed  a 
tense situa-
tion inside 
the office 
that morning 
where some 
depositors 
vented their 
anger and 
frustration.

Said one 
woman, “My 
two lakhs 
are stuck in this place. I just 
don’t know what to do.”

Added a man in his 70s, 
“The situation is grim. One 
depositor who claimed a few 
lakhs of his is unpaid has 
threatened to commit suicide 
if he doesn’t get his money 
now.”

Police officials of Mylapore 
zone intervened inside the 
office and after listening to a 
litany of woes, asked the men 
and women present to sign a 
complaint and hand it over.

Many present said that 
they do not expect anything 
positive to happen. Said one 

man, “The Fund 
management is 
now saying it will 
repay in late July. 
It keeps making 
promises as it 
has done so from 
January. We have 
no faith.”

Some deposi-
tors claim that 
the Fund has 
been dealing with 

its clients in many different 
ways. They say it has paid 
some portion of earned inter-
est due to some people who 
chose to recently renew their 
deposits and it has turned 
cold on those who demanded 
their money back.

Some other depositors 
claim that the manage-
ment is making use of a set 
of depositors who claim to 
represent the aggrieved, to 
communicate via WhatsApp, 
to discourage depositors from 
staging protests. “These are 
moves to frustrate and divide 
the affected depositors,” said 

one man.
Said another person, “A 

member of the management 
has threatened some people 
who said they will agitate, 
warning them that they will 
be handled differently.”

Many depositors who have 
been clients for many decades 
are choosing to remain quiet 
– some have given up. One 
of them, who has over Rs.2 
lakhs in the Fund said he 
would feel ashamed if people 
in his area got to know of his 
predicament.
