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The tank of Sri Kapali Temple, Mylapore has only a small pool of water all around the central mantapam now.
Since access is easy, workers have been cleaning and white-washing the mantapam.

Now I can take even 99 people on my annual Fort St. George 

Walk for the Madras Day season. In August. 
When I started out some 20 years or so ago, and some  

20 plus people would gather at the start point, a car parking lot 
where youths and older men from the Sowcarpet-Parrys Corner 
areas would belt the ball for their weekend tennis ball cricket 
match, the police posted at the Fort 
gates would check us out; they were 
wary of groups assembling in front 
of a campus that also houses the 
state Assembly hall and Secretariat.

The state officers have made life 
easy for us; perhaps acknowledg-
ing the spirit behind Madras Day/ 
Chennai Dinam. I always get a 
quick ‘OK’ permit to hold Walks on the August weekends and 
this makes access easy for even 100 people! As long as the curi-
ous among them do not step into Army quarters or peep into 
the chief minister’s offices!

Walks of various hues have increased in this city. We now 
have people who offer Walks for a fee. And some have been 
curating theme Walks across Royapuram, Royapettah and 
Thiruvanmiyur.

Last week, retired journalist G. Krishnan called me from 
his monsoon-battered ‘green’ residence in Palakkad, keen to 
bounce some queries on conducting Walks for small groups.  
He said many local schools had shown interest in curated  
tours that their students could benefit from. Krishnan and his  
colleagues have already held some Nature Walks in and around 
the town; even asking people to sketch leaves and trees on the 
way. I just had to acknowledge what Palakkad was doing and 
asked Krishnan to do more!

If you gave me 45 minutes, I would pick five points in the 
eastern precinct of Sri Kapaleeswarar Temple and share my 
notes on the changing face of this zone. Wouldn’t our children 
want to be on such a Walk?

Kennedy First Street 
residents’ woe

A long-standing public safety 
issue has affected residents of Ken-
nedy First Street, Mylapore for a long 
time.

Legendary leg spinner V. V. Kumar is 90. 
Friends join hands to bring out
commemorative book

It was an occasion for the cricket 
fraternity in the city to celebrate a 
great player of yesteryears: and so 
they did in style. Mylapore resident 
V. V. Kumar turned 90 on June 22 
and his teammates got together to 
host a party for the legendary leg 
spinner at the Madras Cricket Club.

Present were many of Kumar’s 
teammates over the years. 

Four of them – V. Krishnas-
wamy, P. Mukund, A G. Satvinder 
Singh and P. R. Ramakrishnan – 
were of the view that the landmark 
birthday should be celebrated in a befitting 
manner and with the help of veteran sports 
writer Partab Ramchand, brought out a  
commemorative book on the occasion.

The book, which has been circulating 
fast and far now, has articles by a number 
of cricketers writing about their experiences 
with Kumar, touching on not only his ethe-
real skills as a bowler but also his playful 
and helping nature, complete with amusing 
anecdotes. At the party, journalist-editor  
N. Ram and former India cricketer  

C. D. Gopinath spoke. Gopinath released the 
first copy of the book ‘Celebrating V V Kumar 
@ 90’ while Satvinder Singh presented a  
memento to Kumar who also cut a cake to 
mark the occasion. 

Kumar played just two Test matches in 
the early 60s but was a stalwart for Tamil 
Nadu in the Ranji trophy for over 20 years. 

He was the first bowler to take 300 wick-
ets and 400 wickets in the premier national 
competition and finished with 418 wickets. 

In first class cricket, Kumar had a tally of 
599 wickets.

CREATES A COMMUNITY

Humour Club Interna-

tional, Triplicane Chap-
ter. You would expect the 
ambitiously-named group to 
have hosts who crack jokes 
and make people laugh. Or 
poke people and make the 
rest laugh, in jest. Or reel 
out anecdotes that intend to 
be funny, even as the guests 
guffaw.

This Club does much of 
all this. With good intentions.

But its intentions go 
beyond clean humour. The 
Club ( not in the sense we all 
assume is, where people have 
fun, imbibe spirits and chat-
ter) also celebrates its senior 
citizens.

He and his team have 
turned social in recent times.

The Club has organised 
many events to celebrate 
seniors. One year, it conduct-
ed the sadabhishekam for 
51 couples, another year it 

The Humour Club was started on  
October 16, 1983 withs some 15 mem-
bers at Hindu High School, Triplicane.  
Actors Vivekh and Charlee were part of  
this club in the initial days before their got 
into movies.

For the first 10 years, the meetings 
were conducted at the school in Triplicane 
and the annual subscription 
was just Rs 12. “Due to the 
non-availability of a good audi-
torium in Triplicane, we shifted 
to Mylapore,” said Sekaran.

The Club meets every 
second Sunday of a month at 
TAG-Mylapore Fine Arts Club 
hall, Mylapore. The first 80 
minutes is for sharing “clean 
jokes without hurting anyone”, 
as he puts it.. The next 75  
minutes is for guest speakers. 

Sekaran recalls that in the 
1980s, when the Laughter 
Club was launched, 20 retired people used 
to attend the meets, which included one 
woman.  Slowly and steadily, the club  
has grown and now it has some 2500 
members with 50% women. “At our annual 

day on July 20 at the St. Bede’s School 
auditorium, we had some 2300 people, 
some from the districts,” said B. Kannan, 
Club treasurer.

There is a membership fee of Rs 1000 
per year. The Club also seeks sponsors 
and donors for its shows and projects.  
The monthly meet is held every second  

Sunday at MFAC at 4 pm and on every 
third Sunday of July, is its annual day.

“Many women of our Club 
welcomed this event and 
asked us to conduct this more 
often,” says Sekaran.

The Club has done more. 
It donates one lakh rupees as 
aid to war widows. Monetary 
aid is provided for educa-
tion to the third gender and 
to people running a ‘gosala’. 
The club also gives awards 
- named after humorist and 
broadcaster Thenkatchi Ko.
