Baskar passed away when I was away on a tour of Kerala.  

The watchman of our campus briefed me on the bad news.  
And showed me the wall posters on walls of local streets that  
announced Baskar’s death.

These posters have held my 
attention whenever I have noticed 
them off a street or on the walls of 
houses.

I often wondered what purpose 
they served in the age of smart 
phones and WhatsApp. It needed 
some explanation from a senior  
resident of a Triplicane kuppam to make me understand the 
reason for this practice.

A practice that must have streamed from the one where 
drum-beaters went around a neighbourhood to announce all 
kinds of useful news.

Yes, people could be notified of a death over the phone. But it 
was the practice to spread the news far and wide by pasting  
posters on walls. Small printing presses stocked templates of 
these Obituary posters, for black and white as well as for col-
our printing, and hours after the order was given, these posters 
would be out and a group would get them pasted all across the 
colony and around.

Baskar carried on a traditional skill two generations before 
him practiced - washing clothes and ironing them.

And being from this community which had come to grow 
roots in the Sastri Nagar - Vannanthurai - Besant Nagar zone of 
our city, he had loads of social history stories he shared at his 
ironing cart on our street.

He shared stories of the time when clothes of the well-to-do 
were collected, washed at the small ponds of Adyar and ironed 
and handed over. Of coastal Adyar that was palm-fringed, with 
patches of rice fields and ponds, of swathes of sand where the 
state later built and promoted Housing Board apartments, where 
wild dogs roamed after dusk.

Today, while some members of this community manage  
ironing carts, others have small shops where they iron clothes. 

These are people that have made our city and our commu-
nities. Baskar’s community in the south side of our city were 
integral to a recent generation that chose to build a house or buy 
a flat in what was the less habited south seaside fringe of our city. 
In the 1970s. 

Much as other skilled communities have been integral to us 
in other parts of Chennai.

How much is known of the weavers of Mylapore, who once 
were busy bodies in the zone south of South Mada Street? And of 
the small community of potters who were scattered in the north 
Luz zone. Or of the skilled workers who worked under traditional 
jewel-makers in Mylapore. . .

Baskar’s generation will perhaps sign off a social heritage that 
will fade away. And many of us will never know how the lives  
of our parents and grandparents were supported by people  
like Baskar. 

I am a Bharatanatyam dancer, my journey 
intricately interwoven into the vibrant cultural 
tapestry of Mylapore, shaped by a family deeply 
ingrained in the arts. Two pillars define my 
identity: my immersion in the Thanjavur bani 
of Bharatanatyam and my active involvement 
with the Association of Bharatanatyam Artists 
of India (ABHAI).

While my dancing journey spans five decades, 
filled with tales of training and experiences with 
my revered guru Prof. Sudharani Raghupathy, 
that could fill many pages, let’s focus this time 
on my enduring connection with ABHAI. 

From its inception, with my guru assuming 
the role of its founding president, to now, 35 
years later, where the Association has left an 

indelible mark on 
artistic commu-
nity building—the 
journey has been 
nothing short of 
fascinating.  
I remember the 
initial meet-
ings where guru 
Pakkirisami Pillai 

would discuss with my guru about starting an 
association to bring the artistes community 
together—where artistes look at each other, 
converse and help each other. 

As Sudha aunty’s disciples, we were all made 
members with an annual membership of 100 
rupees then. We didn’t realise the importance or 
the impact of the community at that time.  
I remember we would help serve snacks and tea 
to the committee in those days, all legends that 
we had admired from afar! Slowly the com-
munity was built... programmes, workshops, 
seminars....

Soon I found myself to be an integral part  
of ABHAI where I have shouldered various 

responsibilities.
Now, entrusted with the mantle of president,  

my foremost objective is to fortify the solid 
groundwork laid by my predecessors. The  
challenges posed by the Chennai floods of 2015 
and the recent pandemic have emphasised our 
collective responsibility to support our fraternity 
and fellow artistes on their road to recovery. 

I aspire to cultivate a community that not 
only thrives creatively but also exhibits resil-
ience in the face of adversity.

However, realising these aspirations necessi-
tates support from both governmental and  
corporate entities. Acquiring a dedicated space 
for dancers, comprising an office and a spacious 
hall for our Abhivridhishalas, is paramount. 
This infrastructure will not only facilitate our 
meetings and official work but also provide a 
platform for hosting events.

Andhra Mahila Sabha’s 
Mitra Mandir, a residen-
tial ‘home’ located in Luz 
is for adult males with 
intellectual and develop-
mental disabilities.

This is a unit of 
Andhra Mahila Sabha, a 
renowned organisation 
serving the community  
for over seven decades. 

Recently, the campus 
got a make-over, made 
possible with funds from 
corporates like Amazon, 
which made a handsome donation.

This ‘home’ is for people with intellectual 
and developmental disabilities (IDD) need 
a space for a lifetime, primarily after their 
parents pass away.

The recent renovations in the building 
provide disabled-friendly structures so as to 
enhance the functional capacity and liveabil-
ity of the premises, the major addition being 
provision of hand-wash/dishwash counters.

Dr. Janaki Balakrishnan, the vice-chair-
person of this facility says, “It is a challenge 
to run a residential home for people with IDD 
because of the difficulties in staffing, their at-
trition and the unique behavioral and health 
challenges presented by these individuals. 
But we have managed well.”

Apart from routine care, the residents are 
engaged in meaningful tasks and routines 
during the day, guided by a qualified profes-
sional and support staff. 

Dr. Janaki said that this centre aims to 
facilitate ‘open assisted employment’ for  
residents who are capable of working. 

It has placed two of the residents to work 

as service assistants in a restaurant - they 
travel in an auto independently and are sup-
ported on the job. The home is a registered 
service provider under the Rights of Persons 
with Disabilities Act, 2016.  

Manager VijayKumar who handles day to 
day operations at this ‘home’ said that fresh 
admissions are open now. Males  who are 
independent in toilet habits and can be posi-
tively engaged will qualify for admission.

The young men  
at Mitra Mandir  
used to study at a  
‘special’ school 
also run by Andhra 
Mahila Sabha.

Akkamma Krishnamurthy, 
former president of AMS  
and a trustee to set up the 
residential home for male 
adults who have an  
intelligence quotient of under 
70 and have limited  
functional and social skills. 

“Parents who can no 
longer support their sons 
with intellectual disabilities, 
prefer our home,” said  
Dr. Janaki.

Bintix is a private agency which collects 
dry waste to recycle  - including paper,  
plastics, E-waste, glass and metal - from  
community campuses.

Residents in the Hamsadhwani and  
Saranga blocks in Ragamalika Apartments 
have been availing of Bintix’s services for 
over a year now. And they 
say it has worked well.

Bintix provides six 
plastic bags per month 
(each bag costs Rs 3 to 
process), which comes with 
a QR code and a zip tie to 
identify which households 
the bags are from. 

Once the bag is full of 
waste, the residents place 
it outside their house. The 
housekeeping staff collect 
the bags and place them 
in the designated common 
room in the campus. 

Once a week, Bintix 
agents visit the place and 
collect the bags from the 

room and take them to a processing centre, 
where they are checked and weighed.  
For every kilo of waste collected from a resi-
dent, Bintix pays Rs 4. 

It makes this payment through UPI / 
Paytm or it can be transferred directly to a 
bank account using NEFT. 

The waste is then segregated and sent for 
recycling. Residents say there are some  

positives in choosing this 
private agency. As Hetal,  
who organised this initiative 
inaside Ragamalika Apart-
ments explains. 

“The issue with regular 
trash collectors is that they 
are keen to collect high value 
plastic such as Harpic bottles 
and send all this for recycling. 
The low value plastics - like 
wrappers - are discarded in a 
landfill. Bintix ensures that 
all the waste is recycled.”
