And the DMK’s T. Sumathy, popularly known as Thamizhachi 

Thangapandian has been elected as member of parliament from 
Chennai South. She has been re-elected to a second term. 

Votes do not necessarily reflect on the candidate or on the 
party he or she represents. Though in 
many cases, the plus vote is driven by the 
party that gets the voter’s nod.

Very broadly, culling the data that 
is  now available with us, Thamizhachi 
won loads of plus votes from two  
Assembly segments - Saidapet and 
Sholinganallur. And going by feedback 
from the ground, her party cadres in these 
two zones are pretty strong and well-organised, good enough to 
drive a pro-DMK vote in an election.

My assessment of this member of parliament makes for a 
mixed picture. And I base it much on her record as MP the past 
five years.

And it is based on observations from a few areas in the 
Mylapore and Adyar zones.

Thamizhachi is not seen as a people’s MP. Rather she has been 
seen at events and functions and she has been seen at DMK-hosted 
political or community events. It helps her that in many areas, the 
local MLAs are from the DMK party.

We did not see her play a pro-active role in larger community 
issues this side of Chennai South. Rather, she remained pro-active 
on her social media pages, telling us of all that she was doing and 
debating in Delhi, and in parliament.

I for one would expect a MP to take the lead in large local  
issues. Issues that affect people.

Take the Chennai Metro project, as a case. Raising issues in 
parliament on the need for funds and support is one thing. But we 
did not see neither the MP nor the MLA address severe issues that 
continue to bother the Mylapore - Adyar communities because of 
the Metro work that has been on for over 7/8 months.  Issues on 
retail business displacement, MTC bus diversions and provision  
of facilities for commuters, relaying streets and roads which are 
taking heavy load of traffic, and so on.

If there is another large issue that a Chennai South MP must 
address it is about the Marina and the neighbourhoods around 
it. The degradation of the beach and the sea, the violations on the 
coast and around and the propensity to continue to budget and 
spend huge amounts of funds on beach beautification - a recent, 
fancy idea is for setting up an aerial tramway or ropeway to allow 
visitors to enjoy the Marina from the skies; this when thousands  
of rats run riot on its lawns.

Even the contact points that Thamizhachi set up are just 
that.  We have not seen any Open Houses where communities 
debate and discuss large local issues with the MP. Round the year. 

Yes, it is not for a MP to set right street lighting or pot-holed 
roads or garbage mounds. But the MP has to address environmen-
tal, social and community issues that affect the larger community 
of the constituency. 

Thamizhachi has got a second term. Perhaps, a more  
pro-active citizenry can get her going further.

World Environment Day serves as a yearly re-
minder of our responsibility towards the planet. It 
is also a day when we can explore how eco-friendly 
practices can be incorporated into our daily lives. 

Recently, we celebrated our grand-daughter’s 
birthday with a focus on sustainability.  And we 
took time to plan an eco-friendly get-together.

Here’s how we did it:
1. Toy Swap - instead of New Toys:  Over the 

years, our family has accumulated a mountain of 
toys. To avoid adding more plastic to the world, 
we decided to re-gift most of our well-maintained 
toys. Wrapped thoughtfully in old newspapers 
(ditching the unnecessary wrapping paper!), these 
were given as return gift to the kids who attended 
the party. 

The kids were 
thrilled – after 
all, for them, any 
different toy is a 
new toy! We also 
requested guests 
to bring their 
used toys for the 
birthday girl. This 
initiative was a 

super hit among the kids and parents, reducing 
huge plastic waste and unnecessary purchases. 
This was a case when parents who were briefed on 
this initiative, warmly supported this initiative

2. Choice of Cutlery: Plastic and paper plates 
are convenient, but they come at a hefty environ-
mental cost. 

We opted to rent stainless steel plates and 
tumblers from Namma Cutlery Bank (a division 
of Namma Ooru Foundation) to serve snacks and 
juices instead. 

We bypassed the thought of buying bottled wa-
ter and we used our own dispenser and stainless 
steel tumblers. This simple switch saved at least 
100 plastic water bottles, paper cups, and plates 

from ending up in landfills.
3. Smart Orders : Freshly squeezed juice is 

delicious and eco-friendly. We sourced large quan-
tities of juice from the popular Juice Box shop 
located in Alwarpet and served it in stainless steel 
tumblers. This eliminated the need for numerous 
juice tetra packs and disposable cups.

4. Choice of Snacks; We purchased snacks in 
bulk, opting for cardboard boxes over individual 
plastic packaging. This minimised waste and  
unnecessary plastic entering our environment.

The result? A joyous celebration with minimal 
trash! 

These small steps, when adopted by many, can 
significantly reduce the environmental impact of 
our celebrations. Let us all strive to do our part in 
protecting our planet, one birthday party (or any 
event) at a time. All we need to do is, first believe 
in the green ideas and subscribe to them - the rest 
follows easily.

She has been re-elected for a second term 
as MP. She got 5,16.628 votes. This was 47% 
of the votes polled but a drop from what she 
got in the 2019 election when she was first 
elected.

A large number of her votes came from 
the Saidapet and Sholinganallur Assem-
bly segments.

Elections in Tamil Nadu were held on 
April 19.

State minister Ma Subramaniam and 

Mylapore MLA, Dha Velu were present at 
this event, besides many DMK party  
cadres. There were some hiccups in the 
counting process with some EVMs stutter-
ing and this prolonged the process past the 
midnight hour.

Thamizhachi had a comfortable lead by 
noontime. When it became evident that she 
was going to win, her closest rival, the BJP’s 
Tamilisai Soundararajan left the place, 
looking really tired after the long stay at the 
counting centre in Anna University campus.

Tamilisai polled 2,90,683 votes.
The AIADMK’s Dr J. Jayavardan, a for-

mer MP, polled 1,72491 votes. Thamizh Selvi 
of Naam Tamilar Katchi polled 83,972 votes.

Police action provides some relief

Promoters continue to make 
promises. Many depositors, who 
have invested lakhs, see little hope

The man who claims he is a notional boss of Mylapore 
Hindu Permanent Fund Nidhi Ltd. says he will repay all de-
positors. The thousands of depositors who are desperate, have 
little faith in that promise.

Mylapore’s once-respected Fund is beginning to stink.
On Thursday, many desperate depositors stood on South 

Mada Street to protest and some sat on the busy road. Police 
had to coax them to move off; else they would be arrested.

The Fund’s boss, Dhevanathan Yadav, who lost the Lok 
Sabha election on a BJP ticket, contesting in Sivaganga, has 
mailed a letter to Mylapore police station, saying that by June 
30, he will settle outstanding dues on interests, FDs that are 
due and the rest.  This is itself a strange move.

For some weeks now, he and his office have been promising 
angry depositors who visit the office that payments would start 
from early June. Depositors who raise their voices have been 
severely abused by a man who is known to them as Mariad-
hass.

Depositors smell a scam and say they are helpless. There 
are people who have deposited anywhere between Rs.25 lakhs 
and Rs.50 lakhs; all keen to get 11/12 % interest promised. 
That interest dried up for many from January/ February this 
year. Every day, there are men and women aged 65 years plus, 
seen crying and pleading in the office. Many say they depend 
on the interest to pay for their medical and daily expense bills.

Even a dozen depositors who intend to take this issue to a 
Tribunal for relief have given up. Said one, “Totally, our depos-
its are over Rs.1.5 crore; we know we made a big blunder.”

Depositors who have consulted lawyers say that the pro-
moters of the Fund have not only toyed with the organisation’s 
structure but also not managed it well, though the investments 
run to hundreds of crores. They say that unless the state’s CCB 
Police slap a case and probe this ‘Fund Nidhi’ as it is labelled 
now, they stand to lose badly.
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Mylapore and Tripli-
cane will miss a vibrant 
and dedicated doctor.
