Mylapore Post Office 
offers a variety of services 
to the public and adds more, 
now and then.

But does it have some 
basic facilities in place to 
make life easy for its clients, 
especially seniors?

One San Thomite says 
the Post Office managers 
must pay attention to one 
serious issue.  Make some 
areas which have counters 
for public services, more se-
nior citizens accessible. One 
place that needs attention 
is the Aadhar Card services 
section.

Sashikala Chandran says 

that she had a bitter experi-
ence when her 95-year-old 
mother had to have her 
mobile number linked to her 
Aadhar card and it could be 
done at the Post Office. She 
says since the finger prints of 
senior citizens  get worn out, 
identification on documents 
like Aadhar cards have to be 
compulsorily be carried out 
at an E Seva office or at a 
post office – for iris verifica-
tion.

She says that at Myl-
apore Post Office on Kutch-
ery Road, the Aadhar card 
services counter is in the 
basement where access is 
possible only by negotiating 
painfully, three uneven steps 
followed by walking down a 

steep downward slope.
She asks, “What if old 

people slip and fall? Why 
can’t the India Post  authori-
ties make alternate arrange-
ments whereby the elderly 
need not be put to such 
undue hardship.”

Sashikala does have a 
word of appreciation – for 
the postmen who visited 
their home in San Thome 
for fingerprint verification.  
“They were most obliging 
and kind,” she says.

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VINCENT’s JOTTINGS

I headed to a North Madras neighbourhood this week.  
M. R. Nagar was my destination.

We got to Basin Bridge, went past Vyasarpadi and got into Kavig-
nar Kannadasan Nagar. Beyond is M. R. Nagar. These nagars sit in the 
Kodungaiyur zone which is known for the massive waste dump yard 
which had polluted this part of the city for ages.

The neatly laid-out colonies in M. R. Nagar impressed me. I have 
not studied the plans and growth of these colonies that have done well 
the past three decades but I may have the opportunity to know how 
one Reddiar came to own such vast tracts of land, how they got plotted 
and how people made good of their lives here.

My guide that afternoon was 
veteran journalist R. Rajagopal, 
a man I have known possibly 
from the years when he was the 
Ramnad district correspondent for 
a national newspaper: I bumped 
into him regularly while covering, 
in the late 1980s, the Sri Lankan 
refugees influx into Tamil Nadu 
and later, militancy.

While going around M. R. Nagar, I noticed these community 
notice boards at the head of a few streets. One carried wishes for 
Women’s Day. RR told me that local volunteers took turns to post util-
ity as well as social messages on these boards.

In this age of WhatsApp and SnapChat, these simple boards also 
play a role in social, local communication.

Now, let us toss this thought - how can public service as well as 
civic communication get amplified well in our neighbourhoods. How 
can our voices be heard and respected at the proper levels?

Let us put aside our stream of plaints on potholed streets and  
aggressive cattle. Many people have simple, timely and practical ideas 
to suggest - to make life better. And they would like officials and  
politicians to consider them.

Today, two issues related to Sri Kapali Temple’s Panguni utsavam 
popped up. One; how can smarter regulations for vehicle movement 
be planned and enforced at utsavam time so people immerse the  
festival on all days? Can the regulations be publicised early?

Two: how do we ensure that food/snacks donated freely to devo-
tees, at pandals and doorsteps on the mada streets on Arubathumo-
ovar procession day is not wasted or flung across the streets? How best 
to streamline this practice?

If practical ideas are shared and impressed on officials, some good 
can come out of community action. My friend, Sanjay Pinto has ampli-
fied the traffic regulation suggestions from people, by tagging senior 
city police officers.

If we want local issues to be heard and bring good, there are a few 
smarter ways to highlight and push them. We must be at this. 

MY STORY

I grew up in the early fifties in a housing 
colony; in Karpagambal Nagar, off Luz Church 
Road.

Here are some old memories of Mylapore as I 
remember.

Near the Luz Circle, were quite a few shops. 
To the east, at the beginning of Kutchery Road 
was Universal Biscuit Stores. On the west side, 
were a line of stores known as fancy stores. Start-
ing with Crores and Crores ending with India 
Store. India Store, I think became Trillions and 
Trillions.

There was a Himalaya juice shop near India 
Store and in the corner, was Nehru News Mart. It 
survives.

Then, there was Mylapore Club 
where I hit my first tennis ball and 
where men played tennis with a veshti 
and women in salwar kameez /sarees 
smashed the balls. In white colours of 
course.

Across the road was Kamadhenu 
Theatre, then Chitra Agencies which 
was a stationery shop. This shop had 
a huge photo of the late S. Ananthara-
makrishnan, founder of the Amalgama-

tions group. Next door was RR Pharmacy, a one-
stop shop for any medicines. They had a pharma-
cist as well. I don’t see any pharmacy these days 
where there is a pharmacist.

Down Brodies Road ( now Ramakrishna Mutt 
Road)  at the corner of the Mada Street, where 
Indian Bank is now, was the original campus of  
P. S. High School.

Down North Mada Street, was the large house 
of K.V. Krishnaswami Iyer, founder president of 
the Music Academy. Further down was the well 
known jeweller, D. K. Murthy. He was famous for 
classical dance jewellery. A few shops away  were 
Srivati Stores. A few blocks away was a famous 

Kanjeevaram sarees shop, Sampurna Sastriar. 
Another shop nearby owned by an aged couple 
used to sell authentic kum-kumam.

On East Mada Street was the house of K. S 
Jayaraman. At this place stands Bharata Vidya 
Bhavan today. In Sannidhi Street was another 
old Kancheepuram saree shop, Kathayee Silk 
Emporium. Near the temple’s entrance on the left 
was the archanai plate seller, where we used to 
leave our footwear before entering the temple. He 
used to give kolu dolls on hire  during Navaratri. 
I vaguely remember that Kalathi Rose Milk and 
Karpagambal Mess were also there.

On South Mada Street was Mylapore Benefit 
Fund and a few blocks away, Vijaya Stores selling 
stationery and text books also. On West Mada 
Street was a famous eye doctor, late A. V.  
Rajagopal.

Those were the days. My friends and I used 
to hire a cycle at four annas per hour and cycle 
around Mylapore!

FOOD HAWKER ZONE IN  
MANDAVELIPAKKAM: IDEA DROPPED

Some civic projects the MLA
is looking at now

Mylapore MLA Dha Velu 
is on the move, most days. 
This week, on Wednesday 
morning, he was following up 
on some projects that are on 

the planning table and civic 
utilities that need attention.

First, Velu went down to 
the road in Mandavelipak-
kam, the area behind the 
campus of St. Anthony’s 
Girls Hr. Sec. School, off East 

Circular Road. Could a Food 
Hawkers’ Street work in this 
area? The MLA took the idea 
and bounced it on residents. 
The feedback was negative.

Food Zones are an idea 
that Chennai Corporation 

and Chennai Metropolitan 
Development Aity ( CMDA) 
are presently discussing. One 
assumes the MLA brought it 
to Mylapore.

The MLA’s next stop was 
a GCC facility that needs 

urgent attention. Infinity 
Park, located off San Thome 
High Road; a park meant for 
children with and without 
disabilities. This park is in 
a sorry stage four-plus years 
after it was launched as a 
unique facility.

The MLA was briefed on 
the park’s condition. But he 
has reacted long after the 
issue was widely reported and 
the local councillor was well 
aware of.

Velu told Mylapore 
Times that he also intends 
to inspect a playground that 
is more of a dump ground on 
Marina Loop Road. He says 
he intends to fund the res-
toration of this playground, 
with lighting, rest rooms and 
basic facilities, to respond to 
scores of youths of this area 
who seek play spaces in this 
zone.

INFINITY PARK WILL GET FRESH LOOK.  
A PROMISE

The idea to create a Food Hawkers Zone on a street 
between Dhyana Ashram and St Anthony’s Girls School in 
Mandavelipakkam has been dropped, Mylapore MLA Dha 
Velu said on Thursday.

He says residents of the area do not want such a  
project saying that will draw crowds and mess up the area.

Velu says he says an alternate idea - to have push-cart 
vegetable and grocery hawkers stationed here at business 
hours and asked to clear the place after that.

The MLA says that some people were hanging around 
this street and complaints of undesirable acts had come 
to his notice and hence, there was a need to address the 
issue, more so because a large community of young girls 
attend the school and use the space around.

Velu says he intends to ask GCC to lay a pavement 
and get a police patrol booth set up.

Mylapore MLA Dha Velu says he is keen to see that 
Infinity Park in Mandavelipakkam is restored.

He says that he has been told that Greater Chennai 
Corporation ( GCC) is in talks with Appaswamy Build-
ers, who maintain this park, to collaborate with GCC in 
the Nammakku Namme scheme in which GCC and the pri-
vate party share the payment of the bills of such a project.

Appaswamy Builders has already told Mylapore 
Times that it is not keen to take up the funding proposi-
tion now. The MLA says that if the collaboration does not 
come off he will sign out funds from his MLA’s constituency 
development fund and ensure the park is restored. GCC’s 
budget for this - Rs.30 lakhs.
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Baala Vidhya, a private 
initiative by V. Deepa, to  
inculcate culture and knowl-
edge in children, conducted 
‘Holi with Krishna’ workshop at 
a space in Karpagam Avenue,  
R. A. Puram. 

The participating children 
learnt the significance of the 
festival through story sessions 
and danced to the music of 
Dhol, said Deepa.

St. Isabel’s Hospital in Mylapore soft-
launched its cath lab on March 8. The new 
facility will offer patients 24/7 interventional 
cardiology services and cater to cardiac emer-
gencies, says a note from the hospital.

The hospital says it will also use the cath 
lab to perform interventional neurology and 
interventional radiology procedures soon.

The 73-year-old hospital is presently ex-
panding the new facility, and will launch full-
fledged services from it later this year.

The soft launch of the cath lab was held 

on the birth anniversary of Fr Raimundo dos 
Anjos Beirao, who was born in Lisbon in 1810. 
Along with Sister Maria Clara, he founded the 
Congregation of the Franciscan Hospitaller 
Sisters of the Immaculate Conception (FHIC), 
whose nuns manage Isabel’s. 

The FHIC nuns founded St. Isabel’s Hospi-
tal in Mylapore on March 19, 1949.

The catheterization lab is a facility where 
minimally-invasive tests and procedures are 
conducted to diagnose and treat cardiovascular 
diseases.
