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Madras High Court 
refused to grant relief to 
Amrutanjan Limited against 
a Rs.9.7 crore demand made 
by the state’s Hindu Religious 
and Charitable Endowments 
( HR & CE) department in 
rental arrears for occupying 
33,000 sqft land belonging 
to the Sri Kapaleeswarar 
Temple.

The court dismissed an 
appeal filed by the company.

Here is a timeline on the 
issue -

l The temple had leased 
14 grounds and 910 square 
feet of its land at Luz Church 
Road to P. R. Sundera Iyer on 
August 28, 1901. As per the 
agreement, the lease would be 
for a period of 99 years and on 
payment of a monthly rent of 
Rs. 1,400.

l Iyer, in turn, assigned 
the lease rights to Amrutanjan 

The Amrutanjan  
Mylapore land case

which occupied the land

l After the expiry of the 
original lease period on August 
27, 2000, the temple demanded 
enhanced rent but Amrutanjan 
did not pay the enhanced rent

l The temple issued a 
notice on Sept. 17, 2001 asking 
Amrutanjan to vacate the prop-
erty on or before November 1, 
2001. When the company did 
not vacate the land, a fresh 
notice was issued to it on June 
16, 2024. Yet, the company 
continued to be in possession 
of the land.

l Meanwhile, changes were 
made in the Act on rental mat-
ters of temple lands. The new 
legal provision provided for con-
stitution of a committee to fix 
lease rent for temple properties 
based on market value.  
In 2005, the committee fixed  

Rs. 3.30 lakh as monthly rent 
for 14 grounds of land and de-
manded it with retrospective 
effect from 2001.

l Amrutanjan filed a  
statutory appeal before the 
HR&CE Commissioner. 

The Commissioner re-
fused to entertain the appeal 
unless the company deposited 
the lease amount fixed by  
the committee,

l Hence, Amrutanjan 
had filed the writ petition in 
November 2005 challenging 
issues made in the Act. 

The company continued 
possession of the land. The 
case was dismissed in 2025 
by High Court.

l The company filed a writ 
appeal. It was dismissed

I left it on another cold grinder.
“Not there! It’s the chilly powder.” He wasn’t pleased 

with my act. “And leave your footwear outside”
I quickly moved my pack to the floor, dropped off  

my sandals. And stood, quiet. I wasn’t going to talk 
anymore.

The wheat job over, he slowed down the grinder, 
picked up my pack, tossed the gram mix and whirred the 
machine alive. Two rounds and it was done.

Twenty rupees.
I stepped back and looked on as a woman stepped in 

to pick up her ‘done’ stuff.
In an ever-changing neighbourhood of a metro, some 

lives refuse to be snuffed out. And some services are pre-
cious to many people. Like the nooks which grind wheat 
and masalas. Like the nooks where music instruments 
are repaired. Like the nooks that give our travel bags 
and suitcases a new life. They remain alive when we 
patronise them. For this, we must rewind to a way of life 
lived in the past and is still relevant.

When we started, the concept of readymade 
garments was new, added Ramesh, his 
younger brother. Ramesh identified two prac-
tices that had endeared them to their custom-
ers. One, they offered to alter sizes for their 
customers in half an hour. Two, they would 
take back a shirt from a dissatisfied customer 
even after a year’s use. The brothers work 
as a team, whether on the shop floor or after 
shutting shop for the day to plan events such 
as promos and sales. He also pointed out that 
in the early days it was difficult to sell a shirt 
for Rs. 70. However, they are now able to sell 
even a shirt with a Rs. 700 price tag or a pair 
of jeans priced at Rs. 1,500.

When fuel crisis affects 
Mylapore’s daily life

The reported shortage of commer-
cial gas cylinders has begun to cause 
concern among public food outlets. In a 
locality like Mylapore, the implications 
could be felt more widely. Small mess-
es, tiffin centres and modest eateries 
here serve a steady stream of people 
who depend on them every day - elderly 
residents living alone, bachelors who 
cannot cook regularly, daily wage  
earners and office-goers who rely on 
quick and affordable meals.

Temple kitchens form another 
important part of this ecosystem. Every 
day, prasadam and annadhanam are 
prepared in several temples, quietly 
sustaining traditions that many devotees 
have come to regard as an insepara-
ble part of Mylapore’s life. When the 
supply of commercial cylinders slows, 
it is not merely restaurant business that 
is affected. A large network of everyday 
food support—public eateries, temple 
kitchens and small community kitchens 
also begin to feel the strain.

Sumithra Subramaniam, 
daughter and disciple of Jayan-
thi Subramaniam, recently 
presented her debut group 
production, Angulimala, to the 
Chennai audience.

Angulimala is a dancer’s 
depiction of a Buddhist folk-
tale. “Some stories are not told; 
they are transformed,” says 
Sumithra. “Reading aloud from 
the Amar Chitra Katha to my 
six-year-old daughter, Dhwani, 
Angulimala’s story made a deep impact on me.”

Sometime in 2024, she got a call from Cleve-
land, inviting her to collaborate with a young 
Carnatic musician for their festival’s Dvayam se-
ries, which focussed on two opposing emotions. 
Said, Sumithra, “Out of the three themes that I 

was offered, the combination 
of Grief and Peace appealed 

to me. Though they seem 
to be opposites, they are 
intertwined. I gave a lot 

of thought to this theme and looked for inspira-
tion in the Bhagavad Gita, Sankhya literature 
and Buddhism.”

But the story of Angulimala kept beckon-
ing her. “I discussed it with scholars, and they 
advised me to drop the idea because there was no 
literature available in Sanskrit. The only avail-
able literature was in Pali, Chinese or Tibetan. 
The existence of the story could be authenticated. 
There was one reference in the Buddha Chari-
tam. Beyond that, we drew a blank,” Sumithra 
said.

It was an unexpected meeting that decided it 
would be Angulimala. “I follow a dancer, Himans-
hu Srivastava, on Instagram. He’s also a talented 
painter. He was performing at a hall in Alwarpet 
in December 2024. After the show, I called him 

home, and he graciously agreed. He 
came home the next day. On January 
1. I discussed with him the Anguli-
mala idea and the challenges that I 
was facing. He gave me tremendous 
encouragement. ‘Go after what your 
heart says,’ he advised me.”

Sumithra scripted the piece 
through the lens of grief and peace. 
Dr. S. Raghuraman, senior Tamil 
scholar, was extremely helpful here.

Angulimala marked a few firsts 

for Sumithra. For one, it was her first group 
production and collaborative work. Besides, for 
the first time, songs were specially written and 
composed in Tamil by the lead singers, Vishnu 
Dev and Lakshmi Raghavan. 

 The show first premiered at the Cleveland 
Thyagaraja Festival, USA, in 2025. “I was as-
signed four dancers from different dance schools. 
They were all Cleveland prize winners. I would 
send the dancers videos of Kala Darsana students 
performing the various scenes. In-person rehears-
als were for hardly two or three days.”

Sumithra faced it all unfazed.  “I’ve been reso-
nating with music and dance since the time I was 
in the womb. After marriage, I left for the US. 
Luckily for me, my husband and in-laws have 
been extremely supportive. I wouldn’t be where 
I am today without their support. Even though 
we got our green card, my husband, Madhusu-
dan Srinivasa Raghavan, decided that we should 
come back to India. At heart, we are all hardcore 
Mylaporeans.”

“My calm in the storm” and “my Buddha” are 
how Sumithra describes her guru and mother, 
Jayanthi. “I share her with my Kala Darsana 
sisters. It’s my chithi and mother-in-law who play 
the role of the mother.”

One man shuffles 
out – in two minds – to get a front row seat or 
strain and watch from the far end?

The bell goes. Bombay Gnanam takes her 
place at the lectern. She tells the audience 
about her play, based on Carnatic music com-
poser Purandaradasar, sharing the sources  

 

that helped build the script. 
“Bhagavan Sri Panduranganin Purandarara-

dasar”  (March 2 to 8)
The production costs but 

it is free to watch because 
“we want even those who 
cannot pay to watch this 
drama”, she says. But you 
are welcome to donate. We 
accept five and five hundred 
rupees, she adds.

Looking around, it is 
clear everybody present can 
pay 25 or even 50 rupees.

The curtain goes up. The 
drama takes place in parts 
in three zones of the stage, 
as lights switch on and off 
and on.
