MY STORY

Raja Annamalaipuram Residents Association 
(RAPRA), a registered society which was started in 
2012 is now a 500 members-plus and growing RWA, 
providing civic care, health camps, scholarships and 
celebrating key days like Republic Day and Indepen-
dence Day every year.

 There are a few projects that we are proud of.
One - during the Covid years, the RAPRA team 

helped residents to have free vaccination. Also, free, 
dry rations and monetary doles were provided to 
the needy around us. RAPRA also donated one lakh 
rupees each to Chief Minister’s Fund and and Prime 
Minister’s Fund during the pandemic. 

Two - when the demonetisation policy was 

announced, many residents were in 
a quandary. RAPRA roped in State 
Bank of India and helped residents to 
draw money and this was done at their 
doorstep.

Three - The R A Puram Newsletter, 
which is a quarterly issue, is distrib-
uted free, with articles of interest; a 
separate page is set apart for important 
contact number of service providers. 
This newsletter has been commended 

by many who benefitted with the useful information 
in times of emergency.

Four - RAPRA also conducts an annual distribu-
tion of scholarships to the neighbourhood’s needy 
school students and provides free computers to the 
needy.

There is much more that we do - on the health 
side, we hold periodical, free medical camps and at 
the eye-screening camps, we distribute spectacles 
free of cost. Recently, about 30 women were screened 
for breast cancer in an air-conditioned coach with 
consultation by expert doctors. 

RAPRA maintains around 60 roadside trees with 

the help of a gardener and the GCC park on 7th 
Main Road now has a modern open-air gym and the 
cost for this was incurred by RAPRA.

Two memorable incidents:
Two years ago, a cow calf was separated from 

the mother cow in our street. Throughout night, the 
mother was seen running through all streets and 
mooing in distress. RAPRA immediately swung into 
action, called state police officer Jayagowri, now IGP, 
who helped to locate the calf in Thiruvellore - it had 
been stolen. It was reunited with its mother.

During the peak Covid season, RAPRA arranged 
vaccination at the doorsteps for very senior people - a 
90 plus person living in 6th Main and a 103-year-old 
on 2nd Cross.

Going forward, RAPRA wants to increase bonho-
mie among the members and improve the interaction 
between families for a healthy, community living. 
And credit for all we have done goes to the RAPRA 
team. Community efforts succeed if the team is good.

Civil society groups ask state
to release fishers now in jail

Civil society groups have 
petitioned the chief minister 
and the chairman of the TN 
Urban Habitat Development 
Board to release from jail four 
fishermen of Nochikuppam who 
were arrested by police recently 
when they protested against 
what they say is arbitrary al-
lotment of new flats that have 
been built for fishers in plots of 
the old blocks.

The petition also asks that 
flats be allotted to fishers as 
per the agreement and not to 
residents of other kuppams as 
is said to have been done, caus-
ing friction.

The four fishers and the 
activists say that –

The tenements that are 
the subject of controversy 
and conflict are 1188 houses 
constructed under the Pradhan 
Mantri Awas Yojana – 2015; 
for Nochikuppam, Nochinagar 
residents and their expanded 
families. However, out of the 
1188 houses earmarked for 
these two hamlets, only 108 
was allotted to designated resi-
dents; 216 homes were handed 
to residents from other areas 
creating conditions of unneces-
sary bitterness and conflict 
among fishers.

Fishers are accusing 
Mylapore MLA Dha Velu of 
interfering in the flats alloca-
tion process agreed on by the 
Habitat Board and of allot-
ing some flats to residents of 
another kuppam. The MLA did 
not comment when asked for 

his reaction.
Besides seeking release 

of the detained fishers, the 
activists ask for the follow-
ing – 1. Allot the promised 
housing to Nochikuppam and 
Nochinagar villages. 2. Ad-
dress the immediate housing 
needs of the residents of Loop 
Road by providing in-situ hous-
ing. 3. Comply with the CRZ 
notification by preparing and 
publishing long-term housing 
plans for and CZMPs that ear-
mark and protect the livelihood 
commons of the fishers along 
the entire coast of Tamil Nadu.

This issue comes against 
the backdrop of the recent case 
heard by the Madras High 
Court on clearing fish hawkers 
from Marina Loop Road and 
restraining them to the modern 
fish market that is now being 
built here.
