walkers who are here on weekends
l Open Air Theatre - no sign of work on such a space in 
the zone earmarked in architect’s design
l Boundary Wall - work in progress, fast.
l Washroom ( pre-built)  on Luz Church Road side - 
open for use
l Two Gyms ( pre-built) - actively used. By men, women

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n Entry tickets / passes to Tholkappia Poonga are avail-
able in three categories: visitors, walkers, and institutions, 
through the website: https://www.crrt.tn.gov.in/. First-time or 
one-time visitors can book slots for the ‘Guided Tour’ - on 
from 2.30 pm to 4.30 pm on all days except Thursdays, 
at Rs. 20 per head. The Poonga is closed to the public on 
Thursdays and all public holidays.

n To go on walks, the Poonga opens in the morning 
from 6.30 am to 8.00 am and in the evenings from 4.30 pm 
to 6.00 pm. Regular walkers can obtain monthly (Rs. 250), 
quarterly (Rs. 750), half-yearly (Rs. 1250) and yearly

Passes for walking  
inside Poonga  
freely available

Can anybody go for walks daily inside Tholkappia 
Poonga?

This question popped up after some buzz on social 
media not 
only showed 
former chief 
minister M. 
K. Stalin 
on morning 
walks here 
but pointed 
out that long-
term passes 
for walking 
were just not available; some saying these were 
long-booked by VIPs. The issue was addressed. The Trust 
that manages the Poonga expanded the booking slots. So 
more people can buy passes and go on daily walks.

There is a steady footfall of regular walkers from the 
neighbourhood almost every day. Birdwatching, photog-
raphy, sketching, and just relaxing in nature seem to be 
popular among a few who regularly come here. 

The 3-kilometre-long walking track covers the entire 
length and breadth of the Poonga.

The Poonga is efficiently maintained with security 
cameras and guards at important points. 

Many first-time visitors tend to treat this place like 
an ECR amusement park.

Many are unaware of the wide variety of birdlife at 
the Poonga - it will help to have information boards at 
the Viewpoint and Watchtower to guide people identify 
the birds commonly spotted here.

The Skywalk bridge at the eastern end of the Poon-
ga, which connects Phase I & II, has been closed to the 
public since January.

Tholkappia Poonga also has a café in its premises, 
called Magizh, run by a self-help women’s group, with an 
interesting snacks menu.

How to Access Poonga

Janaki and her mother, Kala Ramesh, 
make vadams at home every year. A resident 
of Alamelumangapuram, Kala has been mak-
ing poo vadam, javvarisi vadam, neeta vadam 
and vengaya vadam for more than 30 years. 
Even after she moved to Bangalore post-mar-
riage, Janaki continued to be her mother’s 
trusted lieutenant in vadam-making. Luckily, 
the vadam sessions and vacations for her six-
year-old twin girls were aligned, she said.

Kala has these nuggets of wisdom:

The Vadam Experts
There are women who stubbornly refuse to buy  
vadams and take pride in creating their stock  
every summer. Here are two experts sharing tips  
and tricks that have worked for them.

Chithra Raghavan from Dr. Ranga 
Road is an entrepreneur dealing with prod-
ucts related to pharma companies, such as 
refrigerators, incubators and so on. 

But she never misses her tryst with 
vadam-making during summers. She 
makes a year’s requirement for her family. 
She makes patta vathal, javvarisi vath-
al, koozh vathal and elai vadam.

Chithra follows the typical tradition-
al method of making vadams, as lovingly 
taught to her by her grandmother. “I’ve been 
doing this for about thirty years. My mother, 
Chelammal Devarajan, and my sister, Sriv-
idhya, and I would do it together. My sister 
still joins me. I soak the rice, grind it and 
wait for approximately one and a half days 
for it to ferment before making the vadam. 
Actually, this waiting time depends on the 
individual’s kai soodu,” says this mother of 
two sons.

 
 
 
 
 
 

DO
l Make sure the thickness of the maavu is 

correct. It shouldn’t be too thin or too thick.
l Add sour curd instead of lemon juice to 

the maavu. It gives great results.
l Wait for the maavu to get the glossy 

texture, then stir it a bit more before switching 
off the stove.  

DO NOT
l Make vadams during the agni naksha-

tram phase. “I start as soon as Panguni ends. 
This gives me enough time to complete my 
schedule.”

l Dry the patta vadams for more than 
three days. Both these factors could cause the 
vadams to become red when fried.

DO
l Add the correct amount of salt for all 

types of vadams; if not, it will affect the taste, 
shelf life and output.

l Add only 250 grams of finely cut onions 
for one kilo of flour for the vengaya vadam.

l Dry the poo, neeta and javvarisi vadams 
for two to three days in the sun. Put out the 
vengaya vadams under the sun for at least four 
to five days. Otherwise, the vadams won’t get 
done well when fried.

DO NOT
l skip adding a bit of javvarisi (sago) to the 

rice powder, irrespective of the vadam type;
l be in a hurry to add the rice flour before 

the water comes to a full rolling boil;
l add the ground green chilli without strain-

ing it.

R. H. Road community highlights three civic issues –
