Short media training course for college students

I have been watching a few Tamil plays this past week - 

staged as part of the Kodai Nataka Vizha of Kartik Fine Arts, 
a sabha.

I make it a point to check out events of the sabhas now 
and then, be it music, dance, theatre or anything cultural: to 
keep a tab on trends in this world.

Does the backdrop dictate a story? I ask myself cheekily 
after sitting through three plays. Because in all these three 
plays, the backdrops are almost similar, some stained by  
usage, some of recent make.

Or does the drawing room make for the best setting to 
weave a script and produce a play?

I ask myself again, amused at my question but not shying 
away from seeking answers.

For, after watching three plays, not all of them till the cur-
tain was brought down, the drawing room, is the inanimate 
but dominant character in these plays. This room seems so 
ideal for the writer to set a play.

Most plays have familiar storylines. You may say that they 
are very Mylapore in nature. They touch on stories that are 
real - men who are in their 40s and are still unsuccessful in 
looking for partners in life. Or the highs and lows of staying 
with a son or a daughter in the US of A for 3 / 6 months.  
Or the twists and turns of the lives of brother-in-laws,  
father-in-laws and all the rest who are all called ‘mappillai’.

If the play carries lines of humour all through, the  
audience has a great time. People clap even before the punch 
line has been delivered. People don’t mind that their lives are 
being caricatured, sometimes lightly, sometimes intently. But 
are they also laughing at themselves or is this just ‘time-pass’ 
at a play that does not charge you a rupee?

People in the audience easily identify the characters. For, 
these are you, me, my family and the people around me. Do 
they welcome stories of their lives being retold on a stage?  
Or are they laughing at the predicament of their neighbours 
and relatives?

You cannot be too harsh on theatre groups who are on the 
sabhas circuit. Theatre does not earn them anything. They 
do it because they are addicted to or wedded to theatre. They 
work hard to make people laugh and comment and clap in the 
auditorium. And they also wonder when people will start  
paying to watch their plays.

As I walked out of the hall on Monday evening after the  
play which was all about marriage, divorce, alimony and 
toxic young women, I wondered - would one of these drama 
troupes theme their next on people in their 60s, opting for 
live-in relationships?

Visveswarapuram residents fear fast-moving vehicles in  
narrow street

I am a resident of Visveswarapuram, 
Mylapore. This is a street connecting  
D’ Silva Road and Desika Road.  Once 
this used to be a calm street with a 
few vehicles on the street. But, when 
Chennai Metro work started in Luz and 
around, all the vehicles going to Alwar-
pet traffic signal were diverted through 
D’Silva Road, Visveswarapuram Street 
and Desika Road. 

Visveswarapuram Street is a narrow 
street. So it has been made One Way. But 
motorists ignore this and the vehicles are run-
ning (rather flying) both ways. Vehicles are 
also parked on either side of the street. There 
is a narrow bend in the street towards Desika 
Road. Vehicles plying here don’t even slow 
down; many sound horns loudly, even at late 
night  and early mornings.  It is even difficult 
to walk to the nearby temple. Two-wheelers 
get  very close to those who are walking 
here and pose a danger. A few days ago, 

an old person was about to fall before the 
two-wheeler when it was driven very close 
to him. This is a residential area where many 
seniors reside.

I don’t know whether the  Metro or Police 
authorities  can do anything about this! But 
we can thank the vehicle drivers, if they can 
realise what they are doing, drive without 
disturbing the residents, drive slowly and not 
sound the horns very loudly.

Three women of Mylapore who enjoy making 
the famed pickle share this season’s experience

MYTHILI SUBRAMANIAN / 
Mylapore

There has never been a season when I 
have not made maavadu pickle. I use dif-
ferent varieties to make maavadu. Make 
sure you buy the baby mangoes with stalks 
on them. I soak the mango in gingelly oil, 
salt and turmeric powder; keep tossing 
once or twice daily. The trick is in tossing 
the mangoes regularly in a jar so they soak 
well.

We can use the juice left by the soaked 
mangoes to dip idlis at tiffin time. We can 
also use that juice to do pachadi.

Be patient when you choose the  
mangoes when shopping. 

The stalks must be there. At home, 
chop off most of the stalk but leave a bit 
of it on the mango. Cleaning them all 
well is important. Leave them to dry.

I put them in large glass bottles and 
add rock salt, not salt powder. 

Days after they are well soaked, 
I take out the salty water, add in-

gredients to it and soak the mangoes in 
that mix.

MALATHI SUBRAMANIAN / 
Luz

Everybody at home loves maavadu 
pickles so I make it every year. I look 
for these mangoes from late February 
onwards. 

I make something like 20 kilos of 
maavadu; it lasts for close to a year and 
never spoils.

The key is to get the mangoes as 
they are plucked from the trees and 
are in bunches. Not  the ones that have 
been cleaned up.

I follow a process: I wash the man-
goes clean one evening and spread them 
on clean cloth. 

They are all dry next morning. I 
begin the process only after I have had 
a bath.

When we let the maavadu soak in 
salt, it must be kept that way till it is 
soaking in salt water. Only then, must 
we add the other ingredients.
