I woke up on Monday last to a strange quiet.
It was the day after Deepavali and I was expecting the fire-

works to continue. But there was hardly any sound. Not even the 
noises of zipping bikes, cars and vans that begins after 7 a.m.

The day after was a day of rest, I sensed. And appreciated the 
quiet.

But outside our campus gate were 
two mounds - of the leftovers of the 
festival night bursting of crackers. The 
heaps were substantial. And added to 
other street waste around us. The Ur-
baser civic staff seemed to have taken a 
break. Perhaps, they would clear all this 
the next day.

But even as the quiet of Monday morning made me feel good, 
two civic staff of the local GCC office strode by - gassing the 
chambers of the stormwater drain. To get rid of mosquitos.  I fled 
into my apartment and locked the windows.

I had remained indoors all day on Sunday. The burst of crack-
ers that morning seemed limited. But the roar was loud, long and 
all over that evening. I had to save my lungs real trouble. 

I did not forget to pinch some simple crackers earlier that 
week from a neighbourhood friend. We needed it for December. 
To stuff them into the Old Man who would be set on fire to say 
good-bye to 2023.

New Year’s eve was a fun time in small ways for us in our 
teenage years. After the midnight Holy Mass at our parish 
church, located off Mount Road, we would exchange pleasantries 
and then join our Anglo-Indian friends as they headed to a small 
square in one of the colonies, not far from the church.

Here, in the middle, would be an image of the Old Man, 
raised on a little platform created from packing material. The im-
age was mostly of straw wound well around a cone, and layered 
with an old trouser and a shirt, a hat and other accessories the 
creators could lay their hands on.

The boys with the guitars and a percussion instrument would 
gather in a corner and sing, songs which I was not familiar with. 
There would be some Christmas carols too. And then somebody 
would set the Old Man on fire and the slow burn would take its 
time. And as the innards of the image caught fire, a few harmless 
crackers stuffed inside it would explode.

A small crowd, mostly parishioners, would have gathered 
around to watch the spectacle, there would be hugs and wishes 
and some of us would retire to a welcoming host to sip home-
made wine and partake of some snacks. And the music would 
float around us.

All this was simple fun, enjoyed by the community around. 
I often wondered why the idea of community bursting of 

crackers at Deepavali has not really taken off. Of people gather-
ing at a local playground or a park or a colony square, and enjoy-
ing the sight and sounds of crackers for, say 30 minutes, that the 
teens can light and burst in the middle. And then there could be 
some sharing of sweetmeats. And the community could ensure 
that the waste was cleared the next morning

MY STORY

My interest in making sweets and savouries, 
or rather trying my hand at them came by only in 
recent years. Thanks to the various YouTube ‘ma-
mis’ who put out their recipes and of social media 
posts of bloggers who keep posting innovative food 
preparations. 

The past years, I have made sweets and savou-
ries at home on the eve of Deepavali.  I try to add 
one sweet and one savoury to my list every year 
and so this list has grown.

This time around, it was gulab jamun and  
ribbon pakoda.

I made these specially for my daughter 
Aaradhya. One evening she who came  to me and 
said, “Amma, I feel like having those round round 
jamuns which Appa orders from Shri Mithai. So 

why don’t you make that for 
Deepavali!”.

My son Advik was not far 
behind. He came up and said, 
what seemed like a nicely-timed 
voice-over — “Amma, my school 
van friend Krithik shared this 
round urundai and I would like 
you to make it too!”

It was the pottu-kadalai 
urundai that he was referring to.

Frankly, I enjoyed making them all for this 
Deepavali.

I have grown up seeing my mom and my 
grand-moms on the maternal and paternal side 
make these lovely sweets and savouries not just 
for the Deepavali festival but also for other festi-
vals we celebrate.

On the maternal side, my patti ( Ammamma 
as we call her) was from Konerirajapuram and 
when my brother and I used to spend our summer 
holidays with our mother at Koneri,  Ammamma 
used to make lots of kaaraboondi and murukku.

I have personally never been a fan of all these 
snacks but just seeing them being prepared and 
made was quite a sight ! 

Even today, my paternal grand-mom who is  
88 years old and going strong ( touchwood!) makes 
mixture, thenkuzhal and manoharam while 
sitting on a small stool. And this effort really 
motivates us.

That motivation now encourages me to get my 
children involved - I want to pass on to my  
children our culture and tradition! 

Generally, I do not have a cooking schedule 
but I love to make my daughter’s dabba that she 
takes to school - she shares her suggestions for the 
menu the previous night.

 I enjoy preparing for her, variety rice and 
different stir fry vegetables. Apart from these, my 
kids and I are huge Pasta fans; so I make Pasta 
quite often - be it white Pasta or red. I buy only 
wheat or millet Pasta to add to the ‘healthy’  
basket when we go shopping.

We enjoy cooking together  - at times, my 
daughter helps with the cutting of veggies or  
she keeps humming her favourite geetham  
‘Varaveena’ as I cook . . .

Rainwater flows into Chitrakulam.
But inlets are in bad shape

Just as the water level is 
rising steadily in the tank of 
Sri Kapali Temple, so is the 
level of water in the Chitr-
akulam. The past few days, 
though the rains have been 
light and heavy in parts, 
water has been steadily 
flowing into this tank.

The flow is not heavy 
but appreciable. As on 
Nov.15, only four  levels of 
the top steps could be seen 
above the water, on one 
side of the tank.

The rainwater flows in 
from all four sides; water 
that falls on the streets 
alongside the tank.

When R. Natraj was 
Mylapore MLA, he had 
supervised the civil work to 
create inlets from the street 
sides into the tank and these 
channel the water now.

But all the inlets are in bad shape; waste-
traps have corroded and fallen apart and 
some channels are either damaged or filled  

 

with rubbish and materials dumped by 
local shops.

GCC had set in layers of absorbent 
materials on the streets around the 
tank; these enabled rainwater to soak 
in quickly and drift into the tank.
Lots of fish are seen in the tank. But
