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VINCENT’s JOTTINGS

Two weeks ago, local area councillor Amirda Varshini shared 
a file. It contained Useful Contacts at monsoon time meant for 
residents of her ward. This ward covers Mandavelipakkam and 
its fringes.

I shared this file with a few community activists of Myla-
p0re. One group got their ward councillor to collaborate and, 
with her image attached, this note began to be circulated among 
residents of her ward.

I then shared these 
ideas with a bigger 
circle of mine, asking 
members of the circle to 
get their local council-
lors to copy the effort. 
While one person got 
back to say that their 
area councillor hardly 
communicates with the 
community and their lo-
cal MLA is keen to be seen at political and state events, another 
said she didn’t know who her area’s councillor was.

Another resident wondered what purpose this list would 
serve if engineers, officials and service heads did not answer 
phone calls or respond to SOS messages.

I often suggest to people that even if their local elected Reps 
or area officers choose to ignore calls, messages and mails, they 
must record the efforts made and put out a summary on social 
media pages and on pages managed by various state agencies; 
put it out in the public space, so this becomes a record that sets 
a record straight.

Mid-week, I received two calls from Mylaporeans who 
shared photographs of the pathetic state of some busy and key 
roads and streets of the neighbourhood. They were filled with 
Martian craters, potholes filled with rainwater and mud.

I shared these with the local MLA.
He got back quickly, flooding us with 42 photos of the civic 

work that was being carried out in the constituency.
I had to politely remind him that even the state minister 

had asked the civic body to start filling up large potholes with 
‘rubbish’. 

Obviously, all the civic workers have one order to pursue - 
do all you need to to ensure there is no flooding when it rains 
hard.

And the MLA must be fire-fighting all over the place, or in 
places where the calls are not polite!

This far, I must appreciate the fact that the city’s civic body 
has done more to address the problems a city like ours faces 
during the monsoon. But these are mostly stop-gap measures. 
Little is done through the year. 

Take the issue of pruning trees along public roads and 
streets. Many could pose dangers when the weather is cyclonic 
and the rain batters us, hour after hour. But we never come 
across civic workers regularly pruning trees, tending to root 
systems and knocking off dead wood. Query the local GCC unit 
and the answer is ‘no staff’.

MY STORY

It was my desire to have chamber music and 
talks at Arkay Convention Centre, a space I set up 
in Luz.

I wanted to do this on a regular basis without 
much expense.

I had office space of some 3000 sft. and a time 
had come to down-size as my office operations had 
been computerised. I reorganised the entire space, 
keeping aside 1000 sft for my office and 2000 sft 
space to create an acoustically-right music hall. 
Thanks to architect friend Sekar, he designed 
one  that was well suited for music concerts and 
as well as talks.

I named it Arkay Convention Center (ACC); 
it was inaugurated on Nov. 26, 2010, coinciding  

with the December music 
season. On seeing this 
place, artiste K N Sha-
shikiran of Carnatica 
conducted a ten-day music 
festival and people got to 
know of this new venue for 
concerts.

I had planned to let out 
this place to corporates 

during the daytime and host concerts on weekend 
evenings. But soon, many people began to attend 
our own concerts and others used the space for 
talks. 

I also started my own sabha, calling it  
Madhuradhwani, in 2012.

I like to adopt technology that is essential for 
better functioning.  From day one, I have been 
video recording all the programmes happening 
here; when I came to know the possibility of live 
webcasting of programs through a service pro-
vider, I immediately jumped on to the idea and 
started it in November 2012. 

In 2013, when YouTube started offering  

channels free, we made use of it. Live stream-
ing had thrown open many possibilities; young 
artistes could be seen and heard by rasikas across 
the globe and the online chat gives instant  
feedback on their performances. 

More concerts took place - we had 20-plus 
programmes. Due to my personal interest in 
other fields viz., literature, temple architecture, 
Pravachanam, history and cinema, I started 
arranging talks here. The Hollywood Vintage 
Movie Club screened English classics made in the 
1930s-1960s period. Randor Guy spoke on each 
film we screened.

We also introduced single mike concerts in 
2017 and this has been well received.

This week, ACC completes 12 years. We have 
had over 3000 programmes; 2500 live webcasts 
are archived.

I have one appeal to all rasikas: I ask them 
to support our efforts with any form of dona-
tion. This far, the response has not been good.

The basement or water sumps in some buildings in Myl-
apore zone are already filling up with water following recent 
steady rains. This is an indication of the possibility of ground-
water posing problems inside apartment campuses.

This oozing out of water is primarily because the ground-
water level in many areas of Mylapore is at about 4/5 feet, 
which means the ground cannot soak in extra water if the rain 
is steady and over prolonged periods. It seeks outlets.

One campus off Dr Ranga Road is facing what is now a pe-
rennial monsoon-time problem – the sump here is filling up so 
fast when it rains that the water must be drained out continu-
ously, else it will flood their parking lot and campus.

This happened during the last monsoon.
The house owners have stationed  a pump and use long, 

heavy-duty water pipes to drain the accumulated water, and 
this flows on to Dr Ranga Road; the pipe cannot be led into the 
newly built SWD because the drain is on the opposite side.

Passersby and residents are complaining at the wasted 
water leading to some civic issues locally.

Rain water harvesting expert Shekar Raghavan says this 
situation is an indicator of worse to follow if the monsoon 
strengthens in late November – since ground water here is at 
the level of 4/5 ft., water will begin to force out inside parking 
lots, campuses and even affect ground floor flats.

“Water will have to force itself out and flooding internally is 
a real possibility,” says Raghavan.

Rain water harvesting expert 
Shekar Raghavan says people 
must tap groundwater when the 
levels are high. Many have  
ignored this huge storage and 
enjoy Merowater, using it for all 
purposes, he says.

Sinking a simple tubewell, some 
20 ft deep, can do the job and this 
job can cost about Rs.25,000. “This way,  
tapping water available at the top level in the ground 
will deplete it and prepare the ground to absorb water 
from a normal monsoon,” says Raghavan.

What is common between protecting 
oneself from the Corona virus and grow-
ing bonsai? 

The mantra of good aeration, safe 
practices and social distancing, according 
to M. K. Ramkumar, the bonsai expert 
who has a 2,400 square feet area bonsai 
garden on the common terrace of the  
four-storied building where he resides in 
R. K. Nagar, Mandaveli.

How did Ramkumat become a bonsai 
master?

It all started around 2012 when 
Ramkumar decided to give expression to 
his interest in growing bonsai. During the 
first four years, it was an experimentation 
phase, with Google being bis guru.

“I learnt some theory, some general 
practices, and the lessons that we need to 
adopt with localised plants here,” he says.

Then, in October 2016, he was at the 
Bodhi exhibition and met George, a city-
based bonsai specialist. “I was drawn into 
joining the group. After that, things were 
so different.” 

The group includes around thirty-odd 
people interested in one hobby - bonsai. 
Other commonalities are garden walks, 

road walks and things green. “The Bodhi 
group meets every month. We exchange 
saplings and best practices.”

There was a lot of learning here. 
Ramkumar followed the rules, moved up 
in the cultivation and reached the excel-
lence stage. And at one point, he says he 
realised that he had the “liberty to move 
the pendulum.” Ramkumar’s dream is to 
populate R. K. Nagar colony with stun-
ning bonsai, just like it is being done on 
the roads in Vietnam. Local varieties 
can be grown here, such as ficus, mar-
dani (henna), pooarasam, bougainvillea, 

kodukapuli, kiluvai and 
nochi, he suggests.

“The pandemic-time 
advice is applicable to 
Bonsai cultivation, the 
mantra being: good  
aeration, safe practices 
and social distancing. 
A certain measured 
distance needs to be 
maintained between  
the pots. Besides, the 
pots need to be kept 
elevated,” he says.

This engineering 
graduate, with a  
diploma in international 

trade, comes with a huge cache of  
experience. He appreciates good art in 
any form and enjoys watching good  
movies. 

After retiring in 2017, he became in-
volved in a Rotary-run vocational centre. 
Whatever the demand on his time, he 
devotes at least an hour every day to his 
primary passion, the bonsai garden on the 
terrace.
