THIS POP UP SALE IN 
ALUMNI CLUB  
OPEN NOW

This fish market off Marina Loop Road 
cost Rs.14 crores for the Chennai Corpora-
tion. Smart and well-designed.

But on Sunday evening, we found at least 
40 fish hawkers selling from make-shift stalls 
arranged outside the designated hawking 
spaces and closer to the parking lot.

They had a reason to abandon the com-
fortable setting.

As one explained, “There are few hawkers 
at work in the evenings and to attract shop-

pers, we have to sit together and closer to the 
gates.”

The reason held water. But this make-
shift hawking will disappoint GCC commis-
sioner J. Kumaragurubaran who has gone 
that extra mile to manage the launch of this 
market and intends to better the facility.

It is said over 300 hawkers who hawked 
on the sands off Marina Loop Road, got OK 
cards to hawk inside this market. They have 
to pay a rental. But only 75% of them hawk 
on all days; and hardly 25% hawk here in the 
evenings. 

“We don’t want to sit far away from each 
other in the evenings when the hawkers are 
less. That’s why we moved together to the car 
park side,” explained a hawker.

GCC has noted some more suggestions 
from hawkers that are key to smooth opera-
tions here. 

1. Better roof cover to shut off the harsh 
sunshine on stalls. 

2. Redoing the hawking platforms which 
are flat now and do not allow good display of 
fish  

3. Better storage of hawkers’ small stor-
age boxes.

GCC will soon have a private services 
management company handle the cleaning 
and maintenance of the market, process fish 
waste and manage storage. The civic body 
does that now.

It is going to take time for this market to 
turn out to be a good, smart one. The com-
missioner is keen too.

LETTERS FROM READERSVINCENT’s JOTTINGS

Along the Marina shore, with its day-and-
night reflections of the sky’s beauty, stands our 
church, C.S.I. St. Thomas Tamil Church, in 
the historic land of San Thome. With a legacy 
spanning over 166 years, our church remains 
a landmark, a symbol of enduring faith and 
heritage in San Thome.

Thirty-seven years ago, I joined this church, 
when it was a much simpler era; there were no 
towering apartments nearby. I remember those 
early days vividly - Sunday school classes held 
under a humble hut, the reverent tones of a 
piano filling the air, and the scent of incense as 
we gathered for worship. 

Those moments are etched in my heart. Af-
ter each service, families would gather outside, 
receiving blessings from elders. Joint families 
were the norm then, and everyone walked, 
cycled, or took a bus to church. There were no 

traffic jams, only the sense of community. 
At Christmas and Harvest festivals, church 

members would come together, cooking and 
sharing meals with the congregation. It was 
a joy to watch the youth working tirelessly to 
serve, and families preparing snacks to sell at 
the Harvest festival, with all proceeds donated 
to help those in need.

Over the years, our church has grown and 
adapted. We now have a beautiful Presbyter 
home, Krishnapillai Hall, and an expanded 
worship space. The small hut has been replaced 
with an air-conditioned room where Sunday 
school children learn and play with joy. 

Though people now arrive in cars and  
on bikes, and nuclear families have replaced 
joint families but the warmth and  
compassion remains.

History runs deep in us. There are still fami-

lies who trace their ancestry to four genera-
tions with this church. Mine is one such. We 
were Tuticorin residents and moved here.  

Today, we have families living in Avadi and 
Perambur who attend service because their 
forefathers were members of this church.

Our congregation has grown from 250 to 
500, and our church is surrounded now by tall 
buildings. But the spirit of our church endures.

In this new age, we use WhatsApp to share 
communication on church services and key 
news like people who need a prayer or some 
help. The fellowship for children and teens 
binds them. 

Led by our current pastor, Rev. B. Devap-
rasad, we even visit homes of the sick and 
depressed. This too binds the community.

We are proud of our church’s history. We 
have a group that takes care and maintains all 
the church records which are over 150 years 
old.

Though she couldn’t pursue music professionally, she kept 
her love for it alive by composing melodies for slokas like Meen-
akshi Pancharathnam and Soundarya Lahari: she was also 
a skilled veena player.

As a dedicated homemaker, she raised five children, instilling 
in them strong values. She learned tailoring, designing clothes 
for her family, and continued to stitch her own blouses until age 
90, encouraging her daughters and daughters-in-law to do the 
same. 

Cooking was another way she expressed her love, and her 
culinary creations are fondly remembered by family and friends.

Despite her busy family life, she pursued her dream of educa-
tion, earning a BA in Music from Madras University at age 60. 
At 68, she attended a Thiruppugazh convention, igniting a pas-
sion that led her to teach Thirupugazh for nearly a decade. 

She was affectionately nicknamed Jukebox, for her ability to 
sing a vritham in any raga. 

She then became a Thiruppugazh teacher too. Gayatri loved 
traveling and visited numerous temples across India. She set mu-
sic to the Ananda Sagara Stava sloka, which has touched many 
hearts, and she created a video to share it with a wider audience.

In recent years, she moved to R.A. Puram with her fam-
ily. Her childhood dream of singing on the radio was fulfilled 
when her performances were aired by Tamilaruvi Germany  
Radio, and many continue to be broadcast in her memory. Her 
eyes were donated to Sankara Nethralaya.
