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VINCENT’s JOTTINGS

There are a few travellers, some foreigners, who hole up in 
Mylapore. This is their pit-stop of choice, for good reason.

One such is the multi-talented Chantal Jumel from France. 
Chantal is here every December, the pandemic having broken 
that pilgrimage. With limited choices, she chooses to live and 
work out of a hotel close to Sri Kapaleeswarar Temple.

It was during one December sojourn of hers that Chantal 
suggested to me that Myl-
apore should develop a 
‘bed and breakfast’ kind of 
service, saying this would 
be lapped up by travel-
lers  who prefer to soak in 
local life and culture. ‘If 
you can give a well-venti-
lated room, clean bed and 
sheets, clean washroom 
and basic essentials, I will 
book it for a month,” she once told me. And added that she was 
damn sure that a few such services would be patronised through 
most parts of the year.

Why would such a facility work?
Simple.
The Sri Kapali Temple precinct, for example, offers almost 

everything a traveller would like to enjoy. Heritage and history, 
temple architecture and religious practices, cultural events and 
time-worn vocations, hundred-year-old houses, busy lanes and 
colourful nooks, markets, people and chaos. All this can engage 
a traveller from 6 a. m. to 9 p.m.

The annual December Season of classical music and dance, 
when sabhas, old, recent and letter-head managed ones host 
three-day, week-long or even month-long festivals, featuring an 
array of artistes, and is unique to this city, provides the setting 
for local tourism too. If a few adventurous, interested and pas-
sionate souls in the Mylapore zone get stirred enough in what 
seems to be a 25-degrees ‘winter’ season, a decent, small start 
can be made.

There is also a more crucial issue that this Season can 
thrash. Rasikas paying for concerts they attend.

For too long, this business of ‘free admission’ and ‘open 
to all’ has only affected the performing art and artistes. While 
sabha members pay an annual fee and enjoy the sabha’s of-
ferings, be it concerts, discourses, plays or entertainment, the 
‘general’ rasika does not even open his purse to pay an admis-
sion charge; rather, he or she just walks in and walks out as he 
or she pleases. And this is just not good for the art and for the 
audience.

Even leading sabhas hold back their plans when it comes to 
the issue of charging rasikas for all the concerts, even for con-
certs that feature the best and the brightest. They too are a party 
to this ‘freebie’ culture.

Elsewhere in our city, performance spaces, performance 
promoters and artistes have all moved up in ticketing their 
shows - be it music, theatre, stand-up comedy, dance or week-
end entertainment. Tickets range from Rs.200 to Rs.300. And 
people are willing to pay. Not that the gate collection covers the 
bills; but the revenue stream is key to their plans. And this is 
indeed positive.

MY STORY

Ashvita Bistro started as a garden cafe on  
Dr. Radhakrishnan Salai 2nd Street in 2003. 

The idea was to draw more people to our art 
gallery we run here called Ashvita’s. People loved 
this space so much and spent great time here 
that today, I think there are close to one hundred 
couples who claim they first met at our cafe!

When we chose to move to Alwarpet, we 
located an old house and grew a garden here. It 
gave an old world charm and quiet to our guests. 

We found that many people from the film 

industry like writers, film-
makers and actors met 
up here to discuss ideas, 
scripts and make plans. 
People like actor Suriya 
would come by. The Bistro 
sort of cut off people who 
were here from the hustle 
of the city; they were in a 
green bubble, so to say.

We introduced many pop-up food specials here. 
Food is a big thing for me. I like good food, not 

fancy cuisines. I want high quality basic food even 
if it is idlis, dosas, sambhar and rasam. So we 
hosted young chefs from around India, chefs who 
were going back to their roots, to their grandma’s, 
and gave us wholesome food.

Our momos became a big hit: they are very 
fulfilling ones. Hearty food. So are the Monster 
Shake and the Thai Curries. We also made our 
own brand of pizzas which had Indian flavours 

and these are popular.
I think we became popular because the diners 

were very loyal and the sense of community pre-
vailed in this place and sustained the Bistro. 

When the pandemic hit us all, we moved to 
a cloud kitchen quickly and since we had a loyal 
clientele, our business was not affected. It sus-
tained well.

We have moved to a place in R. A. Puram 
where the dining space is compact but we have 
chosen to make the best of our cloud kitchen 
experience, delivering food via the Apps. Run-
ning a dine-in place today does cost money but we 
are now reaching patrons across the city via the 
deliveries.
