Aravind Eye Hospital’s City Centre has 
opened its services in Mylapore’s Nanjunda 
Rao Colony.

This centre, part of the famed Arvind 
Hospital network with headquarters  
in Madurai, was inaugurated on Septem-
ber 11.

Dr. Kumar Hariharan, MS, DNB, FRCS 
will head this centre where all investiga-
tions and tests related to eye ailments are 
done. People will have to go to the  
Poonamallee-based hospital only if they 
have to undergo surgeries.

Follow-up of the surgeries can be done 
here, said a staff at the Mylapore centre.  
Tests like Optical coherence tomography  
(OCT),  Humphrey field analyser (HFA) 
and A-scan can be done here, for which 
there will be ‘special’ charges.

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MY STORY

I joined Lady Sivaswami Ayyar Girls Hr. Sec. 
School in Mylapore in 1999, as a post-graduate 
assistant in maths. After 24 years of service in 
this school, I was promoted as its Headmistress in 
July 2023.

As a maths teacher, my focus was on the 
subject. 

Our school is 155 years old and most of our 
students come from lower socio-economic back-
ground and are first generation learners too. So, 
when I taught maths, I had to do this in a way 
that my students easily grasped what I was teach-
ing them. I had to be patient and I did not get 
tough with them. I did not want to use force and I 
did not load them with homework too. So my girls 
did well in class tests and in the final exam.

In fact, I can proudly say that my students 

went on to study maths 
at the under-graduate 
and post-graduate level 
and many have become 
maths teachers.

As teachers, we 
have to be role models. 
While the girls would 
get attached to you, we 
also ensured that there 

was a space between us. This relationship got 
positive.

And though some of us may have had to deal 
with issues that adolescents face at this age, I 
found the girls in my class were happy and en-
joyed classroom study.

But the pandemic left a big impact on us all. 
Students found maths tough and somehow man-
aged to pass the public exam. But I feel the study 
of maths suffered.

Today, as the Headmistress of the school I am 
focussing on a few things.

I want to ensure that the school and the 
students continue to carry on the legacy that this 
school is known for. I also see the need to coach 
the students in the mid-school level who seem to 

be affected by the pandemic years disturbance.
So, we now have a few ‘old students’ of our 

school and a retired teacher taking special classes 
for girls of Std.6. These classes are held every 
morning. We will also provide similar coaching to 
students in Std.7 and 8.

My focus and that of our teachers is to improve 
the reading and writing skills in Thamizh and in 
English and their math skills.

I am also sharing my thoughts with our teach-
ers on what needs to be done from time to time. 
Some of our students hail from poor families, bro-
ken families, disturbed families. They are children 
of daily-wage earners and hawkers and maids.

They face many issues at home and around 
them and this is also seen in their behaviour 
inside the school. We understand why this hap-
pens and we keep addressing such issues. Their 
language and their behaviour has to be addressed 
but our teachers handle this in a mature manner. 
These are sensitive issues, after all.

I communicate with our teachers all the time. 
I share messages on the WhatsApp group. Or I 
meet and brief the assistant HMs and they in turn 
talk to the teachers. Our teachers are the ‘second 
mothers’ for many students.

Long before the contractors of Chennai Metro took over the 

lawns and sections of the pavement and the service road of Marina 
Beach around Gandhi statue, the two restaurants below the lawns 
here were my refreshment space.

With some freshly-made sundal and steaming hot coffee, I 
would sit at one of the tables outside the food snack here and take in 
life around. 

It was while heading to my hang-
out on the Marina that I noticed this 
- when the sun had gone down, a group 
of men and women in their 60s and 
70s settled down for a long chat on the 
lawns nearby.

The members of this group, all 
from the Mylapore and San Thome ar-
eas, met often on this lawn. Those who  
came here by car, would also transport 
a simple folding chair which they set on the lawns. Some of them 
carried tiffin boxes with light snacks or little packets of groundnuts.

 I noticed that there was animated conversation and much 
laughter. And when darkness fell, the group members made their 
way home.

Recently, I read about Badai Bazaar spaces being started by the 
Malappuram Municipality in north Kerala. The civic body had re-
alised that while the community of seniors was growing, they were 
either losing spaces where they could meet or they were looking for 
spaces where they could converse and make new friends.

The word badai, I am told, means bragging or boasting in the 
Malayalam slang. So these Badai Bazaars ( the first was launched 
recently) are meant to be spaces for seniors to while away their time 
chatting and bragging! And get some fresh air. This space is open 
through the day and newspapers and magazines are provided. And 
people have begun to patronise this space.

Last week, a teacher at Queen Mary’s College was sharing 
details of a Scrabble Contest that the college was organising in as-
sociation with the American Centre. Over the year past, this college 
has been skilling its students in this word game, with the guidance 
of a professional and hundreds of girls have not only shown interest 
but are now, fairly good at the game. 

This teacher then said that perhaps Scrabble games could be 
organised in neighbourhood parks and seniors invited to indulge in 
them so they could not only get engaged but also meet people  
and chat.

Clearly, with the growing and large community of seniors 
around us, the city’s civic body, some voluntary bodies and citizens 
must initiate measures for seniors to just meet, chat and laugh 
freely in a corner of a public space, perhaps in a park.

Take the larger Mylapore zone. There are open spaces like parks 
in Alwarpet and R. A. Puram, in Luz and in CIT Colony and in 
Mandavelipakkam. 

A start can be made by volunteers at these spaces - I am sure 
Chennai Corporation will not mind these initiatives as long as they 
are voluntary and open to all. Board games materials can be made 
available here. Perhaps, some magazines and light books too - for 
those who wish to read. Start with a ‘every Sunday’ kind of meet-up. 
See through the first weeks of this programme and then let some 
seniors manage it.
