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MY STORY

I was born in Bandra in Mumbai and the fam-
ily moved to Madras in May 1956, on a transfer 
for my father. 

The very first thing my father did after getting 
suitable accommodation on Kutchery Road, beside 
Raja Hair Dressers, a popular barber shop, was to 
register his name and address at the San Thome 
Post Office ( which stood on a plot on the main 
road where the Airtel office now is). Then he regis-
tered as a parishioner at San Thome Basilica and 
then, registered for admission to a local school.

It was providence that  my elder brother and I 
were admitted into St. Bede’s Anglo-Indian School 
in San Thome - this was in May 1956, by Rev. Fr. 
Malon, the then principal of the school. We were 
admitted even though it was five months after the 
new academic year had begun ( in those times, the 

year began in January).
Beginning school from Std.1 under 

the care of Mrs. Pillai, I was able to get 
a double promotion at the end of the 
academic year to Standard 3, which 
ran a joke in the family that I was pro-
moted for being the tallest in the class. 

The initial years were spent mak-
ing friends - both with day scholars 
and boarders too - and the bond of 

friendship through study and fun and mischief 
started building my foundation. 

I was not particularly engaged in studies, 
being slow to grasp mathematics and Hindi. In 
Std.4, I failed miserably but on consideration I 
was promoted on trial to Std.5 by Mrs. Pillai. My 
parents paid serious attention to my studies and 
so I had to attend  tuitions in maths and Hindi at 
home and  I was able to manage 35 marks.

Then came Std.6, where the going for me got 
tougher and under teacher Lazarus, I had to be 
detained in class for an hour after school hours 
- for special coaching. At that time, Fr.Menezes 
was our principal; he was a tough person but to 
encourage us, we were given prizes for doing well 
in the special classes.

Thereafter from  Std.7 right up to Std.11, my 
studies improved - with teachers like Mrs. Gomes, 
Mr. Rodrigo, Mr.Gonzaga, Mr. Perry, Mr. Fletcher 
and Mr. D’ Netto.

Our outing, once a year, was to the Madras Zoo 
or to a cinema. Towards the end of the year, it was 
time to shoot a class photograph by Cherian Bros. 
and later, by the staff of G. K. Vale studios.

Those days, St. Bede’s excelled in games like 
athletics, cricket, hockey and football and we 
were winners at most inter-schools  tournaments. 
Cricket was for day-scholars and boarders played 
hockey and football.

The area where I grew up, on Kutchery Road, 
was more like family, since the population in 
those days was not that big  and generally, we 
knew each other not only by face but by name too.

The local shops were also limited - Raja Hair 
Dressers ( ‘official hair dresser’ for St. Bede’s 
boarders and priests), Shanti Stores, National 
Ice-cream parlour opposite St.Raphael’s School, 
Ceylon Bakery and Crown Bakery. Our favourite 
was Chakrapani. the Big Man who sold a variety 
of gram near the school.

A family finds the teen dead. In her room.
This gets known perhaps at pre-dawn.
The family is shocked.
It hits them hard.
Word gets around.
In minutes, the news flies.
And it is fanned by social 

media.
The news gets blown be-

cause the teen is the child of 
a well-known actor. The news 
gets multiplied when the case is 
treated as a suicide.

By this time, TV channels 
are on to it.

Their TV crews have landed at the actor’s house.
Then come in TV broadcast vans.
As actors and family visit to console the family, media men 

poke their mikes at them, beseech them, plod and nudge and 
every, and any word is relayed.

Meanwhile, online channels are creating visuals and 
memes and all the rest to broadcast. The actor’s stills are 
recycled. Some even manage to get videos of the teen at her 
school’s swearing-in event. Other channels magnify the teen’s 
photos.

The crews move to a church where a funeral prayer service 
is on. They poke their cameras all over the place. Then they 
trail the hearse till the end. Some channels go live on all this.

This is the worst form of media insensitivity and crassness. 
But media producers don’t care. 

This is not the first time, the media has been ruthless in its 
coverage of sensitive issues of life.

But lots of people did express harshly, their criticism of the 
media and its behaviour.

And one online channel has issued an apology in general. 
And promises not to overstep in such situations.

As consumers of the media, what has been our attitude?
Many are content to consume the worst form of news 

coverage, licking and salivating at all the juice that comes out 
of film stars, popular people and the dirty world. And in doing 
so, we are only encouraging the media to be ruthless, heartless 
and downright crass.

It is time for you and me to switch off.
You do not know what could be your fate at the hands of a 

gossip and dirt-hungry media. The crews will stomp into your 
bedroom when you have been robbed of gold and silver. The 
crew will hop across your gate when you are a victim of a con-
job or of violence. The crew will shove the mike into you if you 
are a ‘witness’ to a gory act. The crew will make you dance to 
its tunes for a two-bit soft news story.

We must learn to switch off the vulgar and the crass. Keep 
away Peeping Toms. And condemn an act when it hurts us all.

The indoor badminton court facility in 
Karpagam Avenue in R. A. Puram, of Chennai 
Corporation, has been revived now.

A private sports club based in Pattinap-
pakam has taken charge of the sport activ-
ity here. Recently, Mylapore MLA Dha Velu 
and local councillor Geetha Murali formally 
opened the activity here.

This indoor space is fitted with the basics 
for playing badminton, indoors - the floor is 
set for the game, the lighting is sufficient and 
two courts are available.

Suresh Memorial Football Club, which 
runs football coaching classes off the Marina 
Loop Road for school girls and boys and for 
adults and also manages a team, has taken 
charge of the badminton courts in this  
R. A. Puram colony.

The facility was made ready a ling time 
ago and was being used by residents but it 
seems that it was not properly managed and 
used.

Currently, there are two parts to the activ-

ity here. One that provides coaching to school 
students from government, GCC-run and 
aided schools, from this zone. Two, coaching 
as well as playing windows for residents and 
the public.

Nirmal of the Club says he has to pay GCC 
a monthly fee for use of the courts and use of 
the basics. “So while the students’ coaching is 
free we have to charge others,” he says.

People who wish to play / be trained here, 
either in the morning or in the evening, will 
need to pay Rs.1000 per month. There are two 
courts. One coach has been trained at NIS  
( National Institute of Sports).

Coaching for school students is under-
taken during the early evening hours. Word 
has been sent to local area schools on the free 
coaching provided here. But Nirmal says his 
Club also needs donors who can help fund 
purchase of racquets, shuttle cocks and shoes. 

He says, “There are students who cannot 
afford all this but want to play here and any 
support is welcome.”
